DESCRIPTION:  The Commission will be asked to vote to approve an Interagency Service
Agreement with the Arizona State Parks for the Continued Operation of
the Roper Lake State Park. The Commission may vote to take action on,
or provide the Department direction on this item.

DATE: March 26, 2010

Summary:
In 1969, the Commission purchased property in Graham County, Arizona to provide public

fishing and recreation opportunities. The property was managed by the Commission until 1974,
when the Commission entered into a management agreement with the Arizona State Parks Board
(Board) to run the facility as Roper Lake State Park (Park). In February of 2010, the Board
announced the impending closure of Roper Lake State Park on March 29, 2010 due to budgetary
constraints. In an effort to keep the Commission’s interest in providing recreational activities to
the public, the Department is requesting that the Commission approve the attached Interagency
Service Agreement. It provides for a one time advance payment of $20,000.00 to the Board to
supplement operation costs of the Park from March 30, 2010 until June 3, 2010. This will
provide the Board with an extended opportunity to reassess management of the facility within
current budgetary constraints and new increased user fees.

Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE THE
INTERAGENCY SERVICE AGREEMENT WITH THE ARIZONA STATE PARKS
BOARD TO SUPPLEMENT CONTINUED OPERATION OF THE ROPER LAKE

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Memorandum of Understanding

I. Introduction

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) establishes a cooperating agency relationship
between the Bureau of Land Management’s Phoenix District Office (BLM) and the Arizona
Game and Fish Department (AGFD or Cooperator) for the purpose of preparing an
Environmental Impact Statement (EIS). The BLM is the lead federal agency for development
of the Sonoran Solar Energy Project EIS (Sonoran Solar EIS). The BLM acknowledges that
the Cooperator has jurisdiction by law and special expertise applicable to this EIS effort, as
defined at 40 CFR 1508.15 and 1508.26. This MOU describes responsibilities and procedures
agreed to by the AGFD as a Cooperating Agency and the BLM (the Parties).

The cooperating agency relationship established through this MOU shall be governed by all
applicable statutes, regulations, and policies, including the Council on Environmental
Quality’s National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) regulations (in particular, 40 CFR
1501.6 and 1508.5), the BLM’s planning regulations (in particular, 43 CFR 1601.0-5, 1620.3-
1, and the Department of the Interior Manual (516 DM 2.5).

I1. Purpose

The purposes of this MOU are:

A. To designate the AGFD as a Cooperating Agency in the EIS process.

B. To provide a framework for cooperation and coordination between the BLM and
the Cooperator that will ensure successful completion of the EIS in a timely,
efficient, and thorough manner.

C. To recognize that the BLM is the lead agency with responsibility for the
completion of the EIS and the Record of Decision (ROD).

D. To describe the respective responsibilities, jurisdictional authority, and expertise
of each of the Parties in the planning process.

T11. Authorities for the MOU

A. The authorities of the BLM to enter into and engage in the activities described
within this MOU include, but are not limited to:
1. National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (42 U.S.C. 4321 et seq.).
2. Federal Land Policy and Management Act of 1976 (43 U.S.C. 1701
et seq.).
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B. Regulations implementing the above authorities:

Council on Environmental Quality regulations (40 CFR 1501 et seq.).
Bureau of Land Management planning regulations (43 CFR 1601
et seq.).

C. The authorities of the Commission to enter into this MOU include, but are not
limited to:

The Commission is authorized to enter into agreements pursuant to
ARS.17-231.B.7.

The AGFD is the wildlife authority for the state of Arizona and is
charged with the duty to protect, propagate, manage, conserve, and
distribute protected wildlife throughout the state of Arizona.

IV. Roles and Responsibilities

A. BLM Responsibilities:

1.

As lead agency, the BLM retains final responsibility for the content of
all planning and NEPA documents, which include the Draft EIS, the
Proposed Final EIS, and the ROD. The BLM’s responsibilities include
determining the purpose of and need for the EIS, selecting reasonable
alternatives for analysis, identifying effects of the proposed alternatives,
selecting the preferred alternative, and determining appropriate
mitigation measures. In meeting these responsibilities, the BLM will
follow all applicable statutory and regulatory requirements.

Select a Third-Party EIS Contractor and Third-Party Project
Management Assistance Contractor (PMAC). The BLM shall direct the
activities of the Third-Party Contractors to ensure compliance with all
applicable agency regulations.

Ensure that disclosure statements are property executed by the Third-
Party Contractors to confirm that they have no financial or other interest
in the outcome of the project.

Ensure that all Third-Party Contractors understand the responsibilities
of the Cooperator as defined in this MOU.

Ensure that all representatives for the Cooperator are notified of the
Third-Party Contractors’ names, addresses, phone numbers, e-mail
addresses, and points-of-contact.

Coordinate the exchange of information among the Cooperator and the
Third-Party Contractors and subcontractors.

Maintain the Administrative Record for the project, protecting
proprietary information and data collected by the Third-Party
Contractors and subcontractors. Any information furnished to the BLM
under this MOU is subject to the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA).
Establish goals and an EIS schedule with the Cooperator’s
concurrence. The BLLM will provide the Cooperator adequate time to
review documents, including administrative draft versions of the Draft
EIS and Final EIS, technical reports, and cultural reports.
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9. Develop a Public Involvement Plan (PIP) with the Cooperator’s
concurrence. The PIP will address public involvement in developing the
scope of issues to be addressed in the EIS; communication between the
lead agency and the public; communication between the lead agency
and the Cooperator; decisions to be made regarding public meetings;
the compilation of mailing lists and brochures; and the preparation and
distribution of fact sheets, news releases, announcements, and public
notices necessary during all phases of the EIS process.

10. Advise, in writing, Native American Tribes and state and local agencies
with jurisdiction over any aspect of the project and invite them to
participate in the EIS process.

11. Inform the Applicant about the progress of the EIS, additional data
needs, and changes needed in the terms of the Third-Party Contracts
and other aspects of document preparation.

12. To the fullest extent consistent with its responsibilities as lead agency,
the BLM will consider the comments, recommendations, data, and/or
analyses provided by the Cooperator in the EIS planning process,
giving particular consideration to those topics on which the Cooperator
has jurisdiction by law or special expertise.

13. The BLM will provide the Cooperator with copies of documents
underlying the EIS relevant to the Cooperator’s responsibilities,
including technical reports, data, analyses, comments received, working
drafts related to environmental reviews, and the Draft EIS and Final
EIS.

B. Cooperating Agency Responsibilities:

1. The AGFD is a Cooperating Agency in this EIS process and is
recognized to have jurisdiction by law and special expertise in the
following areas:

a. Act as a Cooperating Agency to the project.

b. Inform the Lead and Cooperating Agencies of communications
concerning preparation of the EIS.

c. Assist Lead and Cooperating Agencies in the preparation of the
EIS, ensuring that AGFD interests are incorporated as part of
the EIS. Review relevant documents and submit comments to
the BLM Project Manager within agreed-upon time frames.

d. Provide the BLM Project Manager with information to assist in
the development of a range of reasonable alternatives and in the
analysis of effects on wildlife and fish,

e. Participate in communications regarding the EIS for the project,
including, but not limited to, conference calls, meetings, and e-
mails. When appropriate, send a representative or
representatives to attend EIS-related meetings scheduled by the
BLM.

f.  With the Lead and Cooperating Agencies, participate in public
meetings to identify issues and take comments on the EIS,
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g. Provide written comments on EIS-related documents within
time frames provided by the BLM. These documents include,
but are not limited to, draft versions of the Draft EIS and Final
EIS, technical reports, and public notices.

h. Respond to comments on the Draft EIS that pertain to AGFD
interests and advise the Lead Agency if the findings of the EIS
do not support AGFD decision-making needs.

2. The Cooperator will provide information, comments, and technical
expertise to the BLM regarding those elements of the EIS, and the data
and analyses supporting them, in which it has jurisdiction or special
expertise or for which the BLM requests its assistance. In particular, the
Cooperator will provide information on the following topics:

a. The AGFD will provide NEPA review assistance and data and
information that pertain to wildlife and fish resources, to
identifying potentially affected wildlife and fish resources, to

- evaluating project-related impacts on wildlife and fish
resources, and to developing alternatives and mitigation
strategies related to wildlife and fish resources.

3. Within the areas of its jurisdiction or special expertise, the Cooperator
may participate in any of the activities identified in Attachment A.
These activities include, but are not limited to, providing guidance on
public involvement strategies and issues identification; identifying,
gathering, and analyzing data; collaborating in the formulation of
reasonable alternatives to the proposed action; analyzing the effects of
alternatives and suggesting mitigation measures; collaborating in the
selection of the preferred alternative for the Draft EIS; providing
written comments on working drafts of the EIS and supporting
documents; and assisting with the response to public comments on the
Draft EIS and Final EIS (see also Section C.4 of this MOU).

C. Responsibilities of the Parties:

1. The Parties agree to participate in this EIS process in good faith and
make all reasonable efforts to resolve disagreements. Where procedural
or substantive disagreement may impede effective and timely
completion of the Sonoran Solar EIS, the Parties agree to utilize the
facilitation and conciliation procedures described below (see
Section V.G of this MOU).

2. The Parties agree to comply with the EIS schedule provided as
Attachment B, which includes dates for EIS milestones and time frames
for the Cooperator’s reviews and submissions.

3. Each Party agrees to fund its own expenses associated with the Sonoran
Solar EIS process, except that the BLM may contract with the
Cooperator for technical studies within its jurisdiction or special
expertise.

4. The Parties agree to carefully consider whether proposed meetings or
other activities would waive the Unfunded Mandates Reform Act

m
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exception to the Federal Advisory Committee Act (2 U.S.C. 1534(b)
and 5 U.S.C. App.).

V. Other Provisions

A.  Authorities not altered. Nothing in this MOU alters, limits, or supersedes the
authorities and responsibilities of any Party on any matter within their respective
jurisdictions. Nothing in this MOU shall require any of the Parties to perform
beyond its respective authority.

B.  Financial obligations. Nothing in this MOU shall require any of the Parties to
assume any obligation or expend any sum in excess of authorization and
appropriations available.

C.  Immunity and Defenses Retained. Each Party retains all immunities and defenses
provided by law with respect to any action based on or occurring as a result of
this MOU.

D.  Conflict of interest. The Parties agree not to utilize any individual or organization
for purposes of plan development, environmental analysis, or Cooperator
representation, including officials, employees, or Third-Party Contractors, having
a financial interest in the outcome of the Sonoran Solar EIS. Questions regarding
potential conflicts of interest should be referred to BLM HQ or Field Ethics
Counselors for resolution. The State may terminate this agreement upon a finding
that a state employee that was significantly involved in the creation of the
agreement is, at the time the agreement is in effect but no later than three years
after its termination, an employee or consultant to any other party in the
agreemern.

E.  Documenting disagreement or inconsistency. Where the BLM and the
Cooperator disagree on substantive elements of the EIS (such as designation of
the alternatives to be analyzed or analysis of effects), and these disagreements
cannot be resolved, the BLM will include a summary of the Cooperator’s views
in the Draft EIS and Final EIS. The BLM will also describe substantial
inconsistencies between its proposed action or actions and the objectives of state,
local, or tribal land use plans and policies.

F.  Management of Information. The Cooperator acknowledges that all supporting
materials and draft documents may become part of the administrative record and
may be subject to the requirements of the FOIA and other federal statutes, Unless
required under Arizona’s public records law, AGFD will not disclose supporting
materials and draft documents that are not subject to release under federal law.

G.  Conflict Resolution. The Parties agree to make reasonable efforts to resolve
procedural or substantive conflicts, and may agree to initiate an Alternative
Dispute Resolution (ADR) process. The Parties acknowledge that BLM retains
final responsibility for the decisions identified in the Sonoran Solar EIS and
ROD.

H. Contractors. SWCA serves as the BLM’s Third-Party EIS Contractor, The EIS
Contractor is responsible to the BLM for preparing an EIS that meets the
requirements of NEPA and applicable NEPA procedures. Logan Simpson Design

m
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Inc. serves as the BLM’s Third-Party PMAC to assist the BLM with NEPA
coordination. NEPA authorizes the preparation of an EIS by contractors paid by
the Project Proponent (Section 1506.5(c)). Under Section 1506.5(c), the BLM
must select and direct the activities of Third-Party Contractors, even though the
Project Propenent pays for the cost of preparing the EIS. The Cooperator may
provide information and comments directly to the contractors and collaborate
with the contractors’ technical staff and subcontractors on matters within the
Cooperator’s jurisdiction or special expertise.

V1. Agency Representatives

Each Party will designate a representative and alternate representative, as described in
Attachment C, to ensure coordination between the Cooperator and the BLM during the EIS
process. Each Party may change its representative at will by providing written notice to the

other Party.

VII. Administraticn of the MOU

B.

Approval. This MOU becomes effective upon signature by the authorized
officials of the BLM and the Cooperator.

Amendment. This MOU may be amended through written agreement of all
signatories.

Termination. If not terminated earlier, this MOU will end when the ROD for the
Sonoran Solar EIS is approved by the BLM Phoenix District Manager. Either

Party may end its participation in this MOU by providing written notice to the
other Party.

The operation and maintenance of four water tanks and rain collection systems (trick tank) for
wildlite. Each trick tank consists of 1) a 17,000 gallon storage tank, 2) a catchment apron, 3} a
water trough, and 4) standard four strand barbed-wire fencing around the site.,

The attached maps labeled “Exhibit A, 1 of 4" through “Exhibit A, 4 of 4" by JWB and dated
5/2008.

The above described or defined area shall be referred to herein as the "permit areas".

TERMS AND CONDITIONS
. AUTHORITY AND GENERAL TERMS OF THE PERMIT
A. Authority. This permit is issued pursuant to .the authorities enumerated at Titie 36, Code of
Federal Regulations, Section 251 Subpart B, as amended. This permit, and the activities or use
autharized, shall be subject to the terms and conditions of the Secretary's regulations and any

subsequent amendment to them.

B. Authorized Officer. The authorized officer is the Forest Supervisor or a delegated subordinate
officer.

C. License. This permitis a license for the use of federally owned land and does not grant any
permanent, possessory interest in real property, nor shall this permit constitute a contract for
purposes of the Contract Disputes Act of 1978 (41 U.S.C. 611). Loss of the privileges granted by
this permit by revocation, termination, or suspension is not compensable to the holder.

D. Amendment. This permit may be amended in whole or in part by the Forest Service when, at
the discretion of the authorized officer, such action is deemed necessary or desirable to
incorporate new terms, conditions, and stipulations as may be required by law, regulation, land
management plans, or other management decisions,





E. Existing Rights. This permit is subject to all valid rights and claims of third parties. The United
States Is not liable to the holder for the exercise of any such right or claim.

F. Nonexclusive Use and Public Access. Unless expressly provided for in additional terms, use
of the permit area is not exclusive. The Forest Service reserves the right to use or dllow others to
use any part of the permit area, including roads, for any purpose, provided, such use does ot
materially interfere with the holder's authorized use. A fina! determination of conflicting uses is
reserved to the Forest Service.

G. Forest Service Right of Entry and Inspection. The Forest Service has the right of unrestricted
access of the permitied area or facility to ensure compliance with laws, regulations, and
ordinances and the terms and conditions of this permit.

H. Assignability. This permit is not assignable or transferable. If the holder through death,
voluntary sale or transfer, enforcement of contract, foreclosure, or other valid legal proceeding
ceases to be the owner of the improvements, this permit shall terminate.

l. Permit Limitations. Nothing in this permit allows or implies permission to build or maintain any
structure or facility, or to conduct any activity unless specifically provided for in this permit. Any
use not specifically identified in this permit must be approved by the authorized officer in the farm
of a new permit or permit amendment.

IIl. TENURE AND ISSUANCE OF A NEW PERMIT

A. Expiration at the End of the Authorized Period. This permit will expire at midnight on
12/31/2028. Expiration shall occur by operation of law and shall not require notice, any decision
document, or any environmentai analysis or other documentation.

B. Minimum Use or Occupancy of the Permit Area. Use or occupancy of the permit area shall be
exercised at least 2 days each year, unless otherwise authorized in writing under additional terms
of this permit.

C. Notitication to Authorized Officer. If the holder desires issuance of a new permit after
expiration, the holder shall notify the authorized officer in writing not less than six (8) months prior
{o the expiration date of this permit.

D. Conditions for Issuance of a New Permit. At the expiration or termination of an existing
permit, a new permit may be iasued to the holder of the previous permit or to a new holder
subject o the following conditions:

1. The authorized use is compatible with the land use allocation in the Forest Land and
Resource Management Plan.

2. The permit area is being used for the purposes previously authorized.

3. The permit area is being operated and maintained in accordance with the provisions of the
permit.

4. The holder has shown previous good faith compliance with the terms and conditions of all
prior or other existing permits, and has not engaged in any activity or transaction contrary io
Federal contracts, permits laws, or regulations.

£ Discretion of Forest Service. Notwithstanding any provisions of any prior or other permit, the
authorized officer may prescribe new terms, conditions, and stipulations when a new permit is
iasued. The decision whether to issue a new permitto a holder or successor in interest is at the
absolute discretion of the Forest Service.






F. Construction. Any construction authorized by this permit may commence by N/A and shall be
completed by N/A. If construction is not completed within the prescribed time, this permit may he
revoked or suspended.

il. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE HOLDER

A. Compliance with Laws, Regulations, and other Legal Requirements. The holder shall compiy
with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws, regulations, and standards, including but not
fimited to, the Federal Water Pollution Gontrol Act, 33 U.8.C. 1251 et seq., the Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act, 42 U.S.C. 6901 gt seq., the Comprehensive Environmental
Response, Compensation, and Liability Act, 42 U.S. C. 9601 et seq., and other relevant
environmental laws, as well as public health and safety laws and other laws relating to the siting,
construction, operation, and maintenance of any facility, improvement, or equipment on the
property.

B. Plans. Plans for development, layout, construction, reconstruction, or alteration of
improvements on the permit area, as well as revisions of such plans, must be prepared by a
gualified individual acceptable o the authorized officer and shall be approved in writing prior to
commencement of work. The holder may be required to furnish as-built plans, maps, or surveys,
or other similar information, upon completion of construction.

C. Maintenance. The holder shall maintain the improvements and permit area 1o standards of
repair, orderliness, neatness, sanitation, and safety acceptable to the authorized officer and
consistent with other provisions of this authorization. !f requested, the holder shall comply with
inspection requirements deemed appropriate by the authorized officer.

D. Hazard Analysis. The hoider has a continuing responsibility to identify all hazardous
conditions on the permit area which would affect the improvements, resources, or pose a risk of
injury to individuals. Any non-emergency actions to abate such hazards shall be performed after
consultation with the authorized officer. In emergency situations, the holder shall notify the
authorized officer of its actions as soon as possible, but not more than 48 hours, after such
actions have bean taken.

£. Change of Address. The holder shall immediately notify the authorized officer of a change in
address.

F. Change in Ownership. This permit is not assignable and terminates upon change of
ownership of the improvements or control of the business entity. The holder shall immediately
notify the authorized officer when a change in ownership or coniro] of business entity is pending.
Notification by the present holder and potential owner shall be executed using Form SF-299
Application for Transportation and Utility Systems and Facilities of Federal Lands, or Form FS-
2700-3a, Holder Initiated Revocation of Existing Authorization, Request for a Special Use Permit.
Upon receipt of the proper documentation, the authorized officer may issue a permit to the party
who acquires ownership of, ora controlling interest in, the improvements or business entity.

IvV. LIABILITY

For purposes of this section, "holder” includes the holder's heirs, assigns, agents, employees,
and contractors.

A. The holder assumes all risk of loss to the authorized improvements.

B. The holder shall indemnify, defend, and hold the United States harmiess for any viclations
incurred under any such laws and regulations or for judgments, claims, or demands assessed
against the United States in connection with the holder's use or occupancy of the property. The
holder's indemnification of the United States shall include any loss by personal injury, loss of life





or damage to property in connection with the oceupancy or use of the property during the term of
this permit. Indemnification shall include, but is not limited to, the value of resources damaged or
destroyed; the costs of restoration, cleanup, or other mitigation; fire suppression or other types of
abaternent costs; third party claims and judgments; and all administrative, interest, and other
legal costs. This paragraph shall survive the termination or revocation of this authorization,
regardless of cause.

C. The holder has an affirmative duty to protect from damage the land, property, and interests of
the United States.

D. In the event of any breach of the conditions of this authorization by the holder, the authorized
officer may, on reasonabie notice, cure the breach for the account at the expense of the holder. if
the Forest Service at any time pays any sum of money or does any act which will require
payment of money, or incurs any expense, including reasonable attorney's fees, in instituting,
prosecuting, andfor defending any action or proceeding to enforce the United States rights
hereunder, the sum or sums so paid by the United States, with all interests, costs and damages
shall, at the election of the Forest Service, be deemed to be additional fees hereunder and shall
be due from the holder to the Forest Service on the first day of the month following such election.

E. With respect to roads, the holder shall be proportionally liabie for damages to all roads and
trails of the United States open to public use caused by the holder's use to the same extent as
provided above, except that liability shall not include reasonable and ordinary wear and tear.

F. The Forest Service has no duty to inspect the permit area or to warn of hazards and, if the
Forest Service does inspect the permit area, it shall incur no additional duty nor liability for
identified or non-identified hazards. This covenant may be enforced by the United States in a
court of competent jurisdiction.

V. TERMINATION, REVOCATION, AND SUSPENSION

A. General. For purposes of this permit, “tarmination", "revocation", and "suspension” refer to
the cessation of uses and privileges under the permit.

"Termination” refers to the cessation of the permit under its own terms without the
necessity for any decision or action by the authorized officer. Termination occurs automatically
when, by the terms of the permit, a fixed or agreed upon condition, event, or time occurs. For
example, the permit terminates at expiration. Terminations are not appealable.

"Revocation” refers to an action by the authorized officer to end the permit because
of noncompliance with any of the prescribed terms, or for reasons in the public interest.
Revocations are appealable.

"Suspension” refers to a revocation which is ternporary and the privileges may be
restored upon the occurrence of prescribed actions or conditions. Suspensions are
appealable.

B. Revocation or Suspension. The Forest Service may suspend or revoke this permit in whole or
part for:

1. Noncompliance with Federal, State, or local laws and regulations.

2. Noncompliance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

3. Reasons in the public interest.

4. Abandonment or other failure of the holder to otherwise exercise the privileges granted.

C. Opportunity to Take Corrective Action. Prior to revocation or suspension for cause pursuant
to Section V (B), the authorized officer shall give the holder written notice of the grounds for each






action and a reasonable time, not to exceed 90 days, t0 complete the corrective action prescribed
by the authorized officer.

D. Removal of Improvements. Prior to abandonment of the improvements or within a reasonable
time following revocation or termination of this authorization, the hoider shall prepare, for approval
by the authorized officer, an abandonment plan for the permit area. The abandonment plan shall
address removal of improvements and restoration of the permit area and prescribed time frames
for these actions. If the hoider fails o remove the improvements or restore the site within the
prescribed time period, they become the property of the United States and may be soid,
destroyed or otherwise disposed of without any liability to the United States. However, the holder
shall remain liable for all cost associated with their removal, including costs of sale and
impoundment, cleanup, and restoration of the site.

Vi. FEES

A. Fees for this use have been exempted or waived in full pursuant to 36 GFR 251.57, or
revisions thereto, and direction in FSH 2709.11, chapter 30.

Vil. OTHER PROVISIONS
A. Members of Congress. No Member of or Delegate to Congress or Resident Commissioner

shall benefit from this permit either directly or indirectly, except when the authorized use provides
a general benefitto a corpaoration.

B. Appeals and Remedies. Any discretionary decisions or determinations by the authorized
officer are subject o the appeal regulations at 36 CFR 251, Subpart C, or revisions thereto.

C. Superjor Clauses. In the event of any conflict between any of the preceding printed clauses
or any provision thereof and any of the following clauses or any provision thereof, the preceding
printed clauses shall control.

D. Cultural Resources Protection (DOO1RO). The holder, contractor, or lessee shall be
responsible for the protection from damage of all identified cultural resources within the area
which may be affected by their actions. In addition, the holder, contractor, or lessee shall be liable
for all damage or injury to the identified cultura! resources caused by their actions. The holder,
contractor, or lessee shall immediately notify the agency Project Administrator if any damage
oceurs o any cultural resource and immediately halt work in the area in which damage has
oceurred until approval to proceed has been granted by the Project Administrator after
consultation with the Forest Archeologist. All provisions of the Region 3 Cultural Resources
Damage Assessment Handbook are incorporated by reference herein.

E. Native American Grave Protection and Repatriation Act (X003RQ). Pursuant to the Native
American Grave Protection and Repatriation Act (NAGPRA) 25 USC 3002(d); 43 CFR Part 10.4,
if any human remains, funerary objects, sacred objects, or objects of cultural patrimony are
discovered during the course of ground disturbing activity, the holder will immediately cease
activity in the area of the discovery and will make a reasonable effort to protect the remains and
objects. The holder will provide immediate telephone notification of the discovery to the Forest
Service, and will follow up with written confirmation o the authorized officer. The holder will not
resume the activity that resulted in the discovery until the authorized officer gives written
approval. Approval to resume the activity, if otherwise lawful, will be given thirty (30) days after
certification by the authorized officer of the holder's written confirmation of the discovery, or at
any time that a written binding agreement is executed between the Forest Service and ihe
affiliated tribes adopting a recovery plan for the remains and objects.






F. Improvement Relocation (X33). This authorization is granted with the express understanding
that should future location of United States Government-owned improvements or road rights-of-

way require the relocation of the holder's improvements, such relocation will be dane by, and at

the expense of, the holder within a reasonabie time as specified by the authorized officer.

G. Water Rights (X74). This authorization does not convey any legal interest in water rights as
defined by applicable State law.

Providing an accurate count of listed and candidate species for a state is complicated by
several parameters, such as whether a person counts species with historical range in the
state but now absent from the state (e.g. grizzly bear), only counts species presently in the
state, and/or whether experimental status populations are counted (e.g. Colorado
pikeminnow). This is further complicated by the fact that some species occurring in the
state have listed or candidate populations only outside of the state (e.g. Gunnison’s
prairie dog).

When looking at all listed and candidate species that may currently occur in the state
(regardless of their status), there are 26 species that are Endangered, 13 that are
Threatened, and 16 that are Candidates. However, two species should be added to the
Endangered list for management purposes (Northern Aplomado falcon and thick-billed
parrot). The Northern Aplomado falcon has been released into New Mexico as a 10(j)
Nonessential Experimental population. Arizona is included in the 10(j) area for the New
Mexico release. The Department works with thick-billed parrots in Mexico and
continues to evaluate the potential to reintroduce them back into the state. Therefore, the
working number for Endangered species for the Department is more accurately
considered to be 28. In contrast, the Department has no plans for reintroduction of
grizzly bear, so it is not counted in our total even though Arizona is within its historical
range (see the table below).

In comparison to the last report to the Commission, the number of Endangered species
has increased by one. This increase is a result of the addition of the California least tern,
the thick-billed parrot and the Rio Sonoyta pupfish and the removal of the Eskimo curlew
and Sinoloan jaguarundi. Neither of the removed species has been delisted; however the
Department contends that Arizona is not in their historic range. A similar situation
occurs for the Greater sage grouse, which is not tallied as an Arizona species by the
Department, but now appears on the ecos.fws.gov website. At this time, the list of
Threatened species still includes the Sonoran Bald Eagle Desert DPS pending a court
response to a federal motion of dissolution with the Federal Court that enjoined them
from delisting the bald eagle in the Sonoran Desert area. The list of Candidate species
now includes the Wet Canyon and San Xavier talussnails. See Appendix A.

The Department continues to work with USFWS staff to clarify the listing status of
several species and to rectify apparent errors on their website. The USFWS website still
lists some species as having historic range in the state which the Department believes to
be inaccurate (Eskimo curlew, Sinaloan jaguarundi, and the Greater sage-grouse); it does
not include a presently listed DPS that only exists in Arizona (Sonoran Desert bald
eagle); it inaccurately excludes the Colorado pikeminnow from the Arizona list due to it
only currently occurring in 10(j) Experimental populations within the state (however it is
also a historic range species and should be counted); it does not accurately reflect recent
changes in species status (Rio Sonoyta pupfish, Wet Canyon and San Xavier talussnails);
and inaccurately includes the Gunnison’s prairie dog as a Candidate in Arizona due to a
DPS designation for populations elsewhere in the country.

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The Department works closely with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service and other partners
to develop and implement species conservation documents such as Recovery Plans, Safe
Harbor Agreements and Candidate Conservation Agreements (sometimes with
Assurances). The existence of those documents frequently results in the implementation of
management actions. Documents that are currently in development include:

A Candidate Conservation Agreement for the Black-tailed Prairie Dog in Arizona. The
Department is currently working with the USFWS to develop the agreement to implement
conservation measures to manage Black-tailed prairie dog habitat and populations in a
manner that will contribute to the multistate conservation effort and the long-term viability of
the species while also maintaining management flexibility.

A Candidate Conservation Agreement for the Burrowing Owl on the Ben Avery Shooting
Facility. The Department is currently working with the USFWS to develop the agreement to
allow for the translocation of Burrowing Owls to 10 areas throughout the Ben Avery
Shooting Facility for translocation research.

A Candidate Conservation Agreement and Strategy for the Sonoyta mud turtle, Sonoyta
pupfish, Quitobaquito springsnail, and the longfin dace within Quitobaquito (Organ Pipe
Cactus National Monument, Arizona) and the Rio Sonoyta (Sonora, Mexico). The
Department is currently working with the USFWS, NPS, Comision de Ecologia y Desarrollo
Sustentable del Estado do Sonora, and Comision Nacional de Areas Naturals Protegidas to
develop the agreement to implement conservation measures to protect habitat that exists in
the Rio Sonoyta watershed and its diverse floral and faunal assemblage. It further identifies a
strategy with specific activities to conserve these species and the ecosystem.

Below is a summary of the more significant management activities taken during this
reporting period.

Initial Releases and Translocations

On January 10, the Interagency Field Team (IFT) released f1154 from captivity into New
Mexico at the Gila Flat release site on the Gila National Forest. The IFT removed this wolf from
the San Carlos Apache Reservation (SCAR) in June 2009 for being outside of the BRWRA
boundary. This wolf was a 2008 wild-born offspring of the Bacho Pack from the Fort Apache
Indian Reservation (FAIR).

Movements, Dispersals and other Incidents
During the last four months, there have been several significant movements of individuals and
packs within the Blue Range Wolf Recovery Area.

In Arizona:

The Hawks Nest, Rim, Bluestem and Paradise core pack members have remained within their
traditional home ranges. Starting at the end of January, m1155, a juvenile wolf from the Hawks
Nest Pack, began to travel by itself outside of the pack’s traditional home range territory on the
Apache Sitgreaves National Forest. This wolf eventually travelled to the Gila National Forest,
east of Escudilla Mountain, and joined up with a single female wolf, F1106 that was translocated
into New Mexico in December of 2008. These wolves have been utilizing the traditional Fox
Mountain Pack territory on the Gila National Forest. The IFT will continue to monitor these
wolves and determine if they form a new pairing.

AM©990 began to travel widely outside of his normal territory on the FAIR in September of 2009.
In November the IFT located this wolf dead on the San Carlos Indian Reservation in Arizona. An
investigation into the incident is ongoing.

In New Mexico:

The Middle Fork, Luna, and Dark Canyon packs have remained within their traditional home
ranges on the Gila National Forest. Two other wolf packs in New Mexico made significant
movements outside of their traditional territories.

Starting in October 2009, the Fox Mountain Pack began to move out of their traditional territory
north of Luna, New Mexico and range as far south as Eagle Peak, east of Reserve. Two
members of this pack, AM1038 and m1161, have not been located during radio telemetry survey
efforts since mid December. The IFT has documented the remaining members in this pack have
begun to move back toward their traditional territory in the month of March.

Starting in late December 2009, the San Mateo Pack began to move widely outside of their
normal territory in the Mangas Mountains on the Gila National Forest. This pack ranged
primarily south of Highway 12 near the town of Aragon. In March this pack began to move
north back into its normal territory.

A single wolf, F1106, was located with m1155 from the Hawks Nest Pack in the vicinity east of
Escudilla Mountain in New Mexico. This location is within the traditional territory of the Fox
Mountain Pack, and it will be interesting to see where these two wolves end up if the remaining
Fox Mountain Pack members return to their territory. If this pairing continues the IFT will
designate F1106 and m1155 as a new wolf pack this spring.

The IFT has not documented any new depredation incidents for the Middle Fork Pack in New
Mexico during this reporting period. The Middle Fork Pack was assigned ten confirmed
depredation incidents during the summer and fall of 2009. All of the livestock were yearling
cattle. The IFT is working to develop both proactive and reactive management strategies in
advance of the 2010 grazing season if this pack begins to depredate on domestic livestock again
this grazing season.

QOutreach

The IFT is currently working on the annual report for 2009. For the entire year, the IFT made 45
presentations and status reports to approximately 1289 people in federal and state agencies,
conservation groups, rural communities, schools, wildlife workshops, and various other public
and private institutions throughout Arizona, New Mexico and White Mountain Apache Tribal
lands.

Other Issues

The IFT conducted the end of year population count in January 2010. Survey efforts were
significantly hampered due to inclement weather and issues surrounding handling permits that
ultimately resulted in Department personnel not participating in efforts to locate, count and or
capture individual wolves for radio telemetry collaring purposes. The count was completed
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utilizing personnel from the FWS and the New Mexico Department of Game and Fish. A
minimum population count of 42 wolves was estimated, with 27 wolves estimated in Arizona
and 15 wolves in New Mexico. Only two breeding pairs were documented in the project area. In
2008 the minimum population count was 52 wolves with two breeding pairs.

SONORAN PRONGHORN

The Department conducted boma captures and releases from the captive breeding pen December
2-4. This was our first attempt at this type of capture and release, modeled after methods used at
the peninsular pronghorn captive pen in Baja. The bomas (a large corral-type trap the pronghorn
voluntarily go into for food, and then doors are closed trapping them inside) worked as
anticipated, and the removal of pronghorn from the bomas went smoothly (i.e. no injuries to the
pronghorn). On the first day, 20 pronghorn were caught from the north half of the pen in the
north boma. Eight males and two females were radio collared, ear tagged and released. These
pronghorn received a combination of various drugs as recommended by the veterinarians on-site.
Nine females were caught in the bomas, radio collared or ear tagged, and released back into the
pen for breeding stock or because they were too young for release. The breeding buck was also
caught and released back into the pen.

On the second day, 20 pronghorn from the south half in the south boma were caught. Ten males
and two females were radio collared, ear tagged and released. We changed the sedative from
Azaperone to Haloperidol due to the high level of stress exhibited among the pronghorn the first
day. Personnel also radio collared or ear tagged six females that were released back into the pen.
The breeding buck was also caught in the boma and released back into the pen. The two females
were flown by helicopter under anesthesia and released from a release pen on Organ Pipe Cactus
National Monument.

On the third day, one male from the north pen was darted and flown by helicopter under
anesthesia to the release pen on Organ Pipe National Monument.

All the animals released back into the pen are alive and doing well. Unfortunately, the
pronghorn released the first day from the north boma did not fare well. Three pronghorn died of
capture myopathy between one and nine days after the capture. Four bucks and one doe were
found dead from coyote predation near the pen. One doe was found dead 18 days after release.
There was no predation; it may have been capture myopathy or possibly disease. Tissue samples
were sent to a diagnostic lab for disease testing. Only one buck remains alive from the first day;
he is with a group of eight bucks that were released on the second day.

Changing the sedative used from Azaperone to Haloperidol after the first day appears to have
had a positive result. Of the 12 animals released the second day, 10 are still alive. One buck was
killed by a coyote near the pen. Another buck moved from the pen to STAC and then to NTAC
where he was found dead December 28. Cause of his death is unknown as he had likely been
dead for a few days before being discovered. Eight of the bucks have joined up with one buck
from the first day, and an adult buck that was released last year, and are moving around the pen
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in a group of 10. The three pronghorn flown to Organ Pipe are all still alive and have joined
groups of wild pronghorn.

The first two fawns this spring were born in the pen on February 13. So far, seven fawns have
been seen. There are 19 females in the pen expected to produce twins this spring. There have
been significant rains at the pen since the last report (~5.0 inches) and the pen is very green. The
pronghorn are foraging more on natural forage and reducing their consumption of hay. The rains
have also filled our pronghorn waters and greened up the range which should provide good
forage for the wild herd and their new fawns this spring.

Range wide surveys were conducted in Mexico from December 7 — 11. A total of 311 pronghorn
in 64 different groups were seen. The estimate for the total population is 483. In the Pinacate
area, we saw quite a few more pronghorn than the last survey two-years ago (53 vs. 35) and the
estimate is considerably higher (101 vs. 50). Most of the areas we flew were very dry, with only
a few areas of green forage. A capture/collaring project was postponed due to the drought
conditions we documented in Sonora at the time.

The draft Environmental Assessment for the proposed reestablishment of Sonoran pronghorn
within suitable portions of its historic range in southwestern Arizona was released February 4,
2010. Included is a proposed rule designating the reestablished populations as “nonessential,
experimental” to allow greater management flexibility under the Endangered Species Act. A
public information session was held February 23, 2010, in Gila Bend but no one from the public
attended. Public comments will be accepted until April 5, 2010.

A news report on the recent releases of pronghorn from the pen was front page news of the
Arizona Republic on February 6. Stephanie Doerries, one of the pen technicians, was featured in
photographs doing telemetry and monitoring pronghorn in the pen.

BLACK-FOOTED FERRET

On December 14 and 15, 2009, a two-day spotlighting event occurred on the Espee Ranch. This
survey was designed to meet post release monitoring requirements following the release of 26
ferrets in October 2009. Four ferrets were observed, and one was captured. The captured ferret
was a wild born female that was translocated to the Espee Ranch from the Aubrey Valley
population in 2009.

In December 2009, a Canine Distemper Virus (CDV) outbreak was detected on the Espee Ranch
through predator sampling conducted by the Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service
(USDA). Opportunistic sampling of predators in the Aubrey Valley was conducted to determine
how far the outbreak may have spread. Project personnel contacted hunters to obtain samples at
a public coyote hunting event in early January. Only one coyote was collected within a five mile
radius of Aubrey Valley, so only one sample was obtained. The sample was sent into the
Washington Animal Disease Diagnostic Laboratory (WADDL) for testing and results have not
yet been received. Additional samples were also collected at the annual Antelope Eaters
predator hunt on March 6 and 7. Project personnel were able to get nine samples; three of which
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were within 10 miles of Aubrey Valley. The remaining samples were from the surrounding area
within 20 miles of Aubrey Valley with some samples from areas near the Espee Ranch. Samples
from seven coyotes and two gray foxes were also taken during the two day event. Tissue
samples were collected to test for CDV, and Nobuto strips were used for blood collection to test
for plague. These samples will also be sent to the WADDL.

Jeff Corcoran attended the National BFF subcommittee meeting in Colorado in January 2010. In
conjunction with the meeting, a Prairie Dog Workshop on Methodologies for Estimating Prairie
Dog Abundance was held, where he presented a presentation on the density mapping method
technique developed and currently used on the Arizona project.

The Arizona black-footed ferret Working Group met on February 18 to discuss the upcoming
Allocation Request for ferrets and to update the group on recent events. The group was in
agreement with the 2010 proposal, and it was submitted to Eric Larson on March 15.

As of the date of this report and pending lab results, the Aubrey Valley remains “plague free”.
Opportunistic sampling for CDV is planned to occur throughout the year. A large spotlighting
event is planned for March 25-30 using about 100 volunteers. Dr. Julie Swenson (vet from the
Phoenix Zoo) is planning on attending the event and will teach Jeff Corcoran blood drawing
methods for badgers. The project plans to trap badgers in the Aubrey Valley in April and
possibly on the Espee Ranch for disease testing. Badgers are not as transient as coyotes and are
better indicators of plague presence in a local area versus being exposed in another area and just
passing through.

BLACK-TAILED PRAIRIE DOG

The Department continued with activities to re-establish black-tailed prairie dogs (BTPD) to
southeastern Arizona during this period. On September 21 and October 8, 2010, a total of 107
BTPD were released at two different sites within the Las Cienegas National Conservation Area
(LCNCA). Following the release, monitoring was conducted weekly at both sites through
January and monthly since. Monitoring involves visual censuses to indicate the population size
and the expansion of the released BTPD.

The following graphs display the numbers of prairie dogs counted at each site since their release.
Winter months result in lower BTPD counts because BTPD will spend the majority of their time
underground. Overall temperatures this winter have been below average with precipitation
amounts above average. This results in BTPD spending an increased amount of time
underground. As temperatures continue to rise, the numbers of BTPD are expected to increase.
Reproduction occurred in the spring following the release last year, so it is expected to occur
again this season which will also increase the population at each site.
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Currently, the Department is preparing the next release site. The site had mesquite cut down two
to three years ago which needed to be removed. The Department worked with BLM employees
and volunteers from Sky Island Alliance and Sierra Club to remove the downed mesquite and dig
and install 25 artificial burrows for the release that will occur this fall. A source of BTPD for
this fall’s release has not been determined yet.

BIRDS
BALD EAGLE

The USFWS announced the results of their status review of the bald eagle in the Sonoran Desert
area on February 25, 2010. Similar to their 90 day finding on July 7, 2007, but contrary to the
Department’s recommendation, the USFWS determined the bald eagle in the Sonoran Desert
area was discrete, but not significant under the Distinct Population Segment policy (DPS). Since
both criteria were not met, the USFWS did not designate the population as a DPS, and therefore
a listing action was not necessary. The Department recommended the USFWS should designate
the bald eagle in the Sonoran Desert area a DPS, but not to list the population under the ESA.
The reason behind their decision is expressed in the Federal Register:

“The mere fact that a species persists in an ecological setting that differs to some degree
from other ecological settings in which it is found does not mandate a finding that a
population is significant to the taxon to which it belongs.”

The USFWS has filed a motion of dissolution with the Federal Court that enjoined them from
delisting the bald eagle in the Sonoran Desert area to remove the injunction so the species can be
delisted. The bald eagle in the Sonoran Desert area remains listed as threatened under the ESA
until the court rules on that motion.
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CALIFORNIA CONDOR

Breeding
The 2009 breeding season resulted in two wild-hatched chicks, but both have since disappeared

and are assumed dead. The first chick, Condor 515, hatched from its nest cave near the
Vermilion cliffs release site. 515 was the third chick produced by seasoned pair, Condors 114
and 126. 515 was visiting the release site regularly with its parents, but suddenly disappeared in
late December 2009. The second wild-hatched chick of 2009, Condor 527, disappeared in the
Grand Canyon in October 2009 about the time it was due to fledge. This was the first chick
produced by the newly formed pair of Condors 122 and 210 (both produced chicks with prior
mates). Since 2003, eleven wild-hatched chicks have been produced in Arizona; currently seven
survive in the wild.

The 2010 breeding season is officially underway. In mid-February, Condors 114 and 126 laid
the first egg of the season in their Vermilion Cliffs nest cave. A second pair, 13-year-old male
Condor 162 and seven-year-old female Condor 296, appear to be incubating an egg which was
laid in mid-March. This pair has also nested in the Vermilion Cliffs area. 296 is a first time
breeder and 162’s former mate died in 2008. Up to four additional pairs could attempt nesting in
2010.

Mortalities

Three confirmed condor mortalities occurred during this reporting period. Lead toxicity was
determined by necropsy to be the cause of all three mortalities. The total number of confirmed
lead poisonings now stands at 15 and remains the leading cause of death of condors in the
Arizona/Utah population.

The carcass of Condor 127, a 14-year-old-female, was recovered on December 10, 2010, deep
within the Grand Canyon. 127 was a veteran breeder, producing three chicks in the wild with
mate 123. Telemetry data indicates that 127 was foraging primarily in Utah prior to her death
from lead poisoning. Lead bullet fragments were found in 127’s digestive tract.

The carcass of Condor 329, a five-year-old male, was recovered in Arizona near the Utah border
on December 31, 2009. Telemetry data also indicates that 329 was foraging mostly in Utah prior
to his death from lead poisoning. Lead bullet fragments were recovered from 329’s digestive
tract.

The carcass of Condor 472, the 2008 wild-hatched female chick of Condor 123 and 127, was
recovered near its nest cave in the Grand Canyon on January 4, 2010. 472 was still dependant on
its parents, so it is likely that Condor 127 fed its chick, Condor 472 some lead-tainted meat, since
472 had not yet left the area of Grand Canyon National Park. Lead bullet fragments were also
recovered from the digestive tract of 472,

Soon after the lead poisonings of Condors 127 and 472, 127’s mate, Condor 123 was captured
and tested for lead exposure. His lead levels were within the acceptable range and he was
released without treatment.
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Releases

Condors 442 and 484 were released at the Vermilion Cliffs on March 6, 2010 during the 15"
annual public condor release. Approximately 100 people were in attendance, including
representatives from several cooperating agencies. The event also marked the 10-year
anniversary of the Vermilion Cliff’s designation as a National Monument.

Condor Movements

Significant snowfall amounts resulted in considerable transportation issues for biologists tracking
the condors this winter. For the first time since the reintroduction project began in late 1996,
travel up to the Vermilion Cliffs release site was restricted. One biologist was forced to hike
down from the release site after being stranded for three days. The Peregrine Fund scrambled to
borrow snowmobiles from the BLM in order to transport food to the condors in the release pen.
The Department came to the condors’ aid by providing emergency funding to purchase winter
transportation for The Peregrine Fund. For over a month, travel to the release site was only
possible via snowmobile or quads with snowtracks. Travel in southern Utah and along the
Kaibab Plateau has also been, at best, difficult this winter. Condors continue to forage in lower
elevations within the Kaibab Plateau and Grand Canyon areas. As typical during the winter
months, increased condor activity is apparent at the Vermilion Cliffs release site. Several
condors, however, continue to forage away from the release site, possibly taking advantage of
higher wildlife and range mortality rates due to harsh winter conditions.

Condor tracking via satellite GPS transmitters proved to be an invaluable monitoring tool this
winter. An additional 12 GPS transmitters purchased by The Peregrine Fund last year were
attached to condors during the recent fall/winter trapping season. Location data obtained from
these transmitters, combined with the tracking signals obtained from conventional VHS
transmitters, have served as the only means to tracks some birds this winter due to travel
restrictions.

Lead Reduction Efforts

2009 marked the fifth year of the Department’s free non-lead ammunition program. Due to
budget restrictions, fall big game hunters from Units 12A/B and 13A/B were eligible for one free
box of non-lead ammunition in 2009 (versus two free boxes the four years prior). Voluntary
participation from Kaibab hunters remained high at 85%, but there was a slight drop in
participation rates from the previous year. Both the percentage of hunters using non-lead
ammunition and the percentage of hunters using lead who packed out their gut pile declined. See
table below for a summary of the free non-lead ammunition program results.

Lead Exposure

Final condor lead exposure rates are pending. One bird, Condor 133 is currently being treated
for lead poisoning, but is expected to recover. Winter trapping and lead testing is still in
progress. Preliminary data indicates that lead exposures and chelation treatments increased
slightly in 2009, however. Condor foraging in Utah during the fall hunting season continued to
increase in 2009. Due to the propensity of the condors to feed in both southern Utah and
northern Arizona during the hunting season, it is difficult to pinpoint where these lead exposures
are occurring. Therefore, the true effects of Arizona’s lead reduction program will not be known
until a similar program is implemented in southern Utah. The Department is optimistic this will
occur in 2010, and has been working with the Utah Department of Wildlife Resources and NGO
Utah Wildlife in Need to facilitate the process.

Outreach

Outreach efforts reached over 1,100 people during this reporting period and included: a non-lead
ammunition booth at the International Sportsman’s Expo, a public condor release, and several
presentations. Upcoming outreach efforts will include a non-lead ammunition booth at the
Navajo Sportsman’s Expo, a non-lead shooting booth at the Department’s Outdoor Expo, and a
voluntary lead reduction presentation to the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife.

CACTUS FERRUGINOUS PYGMY-OWL

The USFWS is delaying the publication of the status review for the cactus ferruginous pygmy-
owl until an internal Distinct Population Segment (DPS) policy revision occurs. The revision is
examining the consistency between the term “significance” under the DPS policy and the ESA. It
is anticipated the USFWS will announce the results of the status review following the policy
change, but that is not expected to occur until 2012.

CALIFORNIA LEAST TERN

The Interior and California races of Least Tern are listed as federally endangered. Each spring
and summer, typically fewer than a dozen scattered individuals would be observed migrating
through Arizona to unknown destinations. The species was never expected to nest in Arizona,
and thus was not a species that concerned the Department. However, in mid-May 2009, a pair of
Least Terns was discovered by an observer birding at a Salt River Project’s (SRP) water recharge
facility in Glendale. This tern pair soon began to exhibit courtship behavior, and a second pair of
terns joined them at the facility. Nest site selection behavior was observed, and the first pair
began incubating eggs May 29 on one of the facilities gravel roads. The Department met with
several officials from SRP on June 1 and decided to close road access to give the terns the best
chance for breeding success. The second pair began incubating eggs in mid June at another
scrape on the gravel road near the first pair. One chick hatched on June 19 and took its first
flight on July 10. The tern’s progress was monitored almost daily by volunteers, and updates
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were provided to the Department and SRP several times a week. Two adults and the juvenile
continued into early August with the young bird last observed on August 7 when it likely
departed for wintering grounds in South America.

This is the first known nesting attempt for Least Tern in Arizona. The close and relatively swift
coordination and cooperation between the Department, SRP, USFWS and volunteers greatly
enhanced the success of this unexpected nesting event.

GOLDEN EAGLE

The USFWS is drafting implementation guidance for the Bald and Golden Eagle Protection Act
for the administration of permits. This guidance will be followed by a USFWS draft Golden
Eagle Conservation Strategy which will standardize language and protocols so data range-wide is
comparable. Currently there are no “take” permits available for golden eagles until the USFWS
receives adequate information the population can withstand the issuance of permits. The
Department is working toward developing a Golden Eagle Management Program to start
assessing the golden eagle population status in Arizona, and developing an oversight committee
of interested partners. The Department is working toward conducting baseline surveys and
spatial distribution assessment for the species.

THICK-BILLED PARROT

The previous Nongame Subprogram Briefing (April 1 — July 31, 2009) included an update on the
USFWS recent clarification on its position regarding the listing status of the thick-billed parrot.
Historically the USFWS had considered the parrot as endangered only where it currently occurs
(the existing Mexican population). The new USFWS finding published in FR 7-14-09 declares
the parrot to be endangered throughout is entire range (current and historical). Following this
new finding Wildearth Guardians filed suit (2-5-10) against the USFWS to develop and
implement a Recovery Plan for the parrot. There are no immediate implications to the
Department, as the parrot does not occur in Arizona. However, it would complicate any future
releases as they would result in the release of a fully protected species or require designation of
an Experimental Population status (10j.) or the use of a 10(a)(1)(A) Research Permit.

AMPHIBIANS
CHIRICAHUA LEOPARD FROG

The Department continued with the implementation of the Chiricahua leopard frog recovery
plan. Specific activities during this time period included coordinating with partners throughout
the range of the frog, as well as assessing impacts of statewide sportfish stocking on Chiricahua
leopard frogs. During Chiricahua leopard frog steering committee meetings held in Payson
(February 10) and Portal (February 18), Department personnel coordinated with partners from
the USFWS, USFS, and several others to discuss achievements and future recovery activities
throughout the frog’s range. The Department also coordinated with partners in local recovery
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groups from Recovery Units 4 (March 2 and 24) and 6 (February 25) to discuss progress and
develop 2010 work plans.

During this time frame, the USFWS officially subsumed the Ramsey Canyon leopard frog within
Chiricahua leopard frog. The Federal Register notice acknowledged genetic data published in
2004 and coauthored by Department staff that indicated Ramsey Canyon leopard frogs and
Chiricahua leopard frogs did not differ enough to be recognized as separate species. The
Department has anticipated this change for some time, and has been working with partners and
stakeholders within the range of Ramsey Canyon leopard frogs to ensure a smooth transition in
the continued implementation of management objectives.

NORTHERN LEOPARD FROG

On December 3, the Department provided comments to the USFWS regarding the 12-month
status review of northern leopard frogs, which have been petitioned for listing under the ESA in
the western United States. In addition to a summary of the current known status of the frog, the
Department recommended the USFWS work with the Department to seek alternatives to listing.
Also, for much of this time frame the Department assessed impacts of statewide sportfish
stocking on northern leopard frogs.

The Department provided comments on a draft EA prepared by the BLM for a northern leopard
frog project on the Paria Plateau (Soap Creek Tank No. 2). The project involves reinforcing the
tank’s spillway and releasing larvae or frogs reared from eggs collected in Utah. In March, frogs
and egg masses were detected at one of three occupied sites on House Rock Wildlife Area.

BULLFROGS

The Department, along with BLM, USFWS, and Museum of Northern Arizona; Grand Canyon
Wildlands Council partners, initiated a multiagency effort to eliminate invasive exotic species
(including bullfrogs) and to improve habitat for relict leopard frog (a federal candidate) at
Pakoon Spring, Mohave County. Bullfrog removal is being planned for two other areas within
the range of the Chiricahua leopard frog.

REPTILES
FLAT-TAILED HORNED LIZARD

The Department continues to participate in the two interagency committees to implement the
Rangewide Management Strategy for the flat-tailed horned lizard. In 2009, the Department
completed its second year of monitoring using a recently-developed standardized protocol.
Results showed good populations of lizards within the Yuma Desert Management Area, with
particularly good reproduction. Population estimates were similar to those reported first in 1997.
In response to a court order, the USFWS published a proposed rule last year to list the species as
threatened. The USFWS is gathering information for this decision, which will be made in late
2010.
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MEXICAN AND NARROW-HEADED GARTERSNAKES

The Department continues to radio-track five Mexican gartersnakes (four adult females and one
adult male) from Bubbling Ponds Hatchery that were captured and implanted with transmitters in
2009. The Department coordinates with external partners and volunteers to ensure the snakes
were tracked once a week throughout the snakes’ hibernation period. Radio-tracking will
continue this spring during which time habitat and behavior data will be collected. Information
resulting from this study is being used to inform ongoing efforts to improve fish culture facilities
at Bubbling Ponds.

During the Annual Gartersnake (Mexican and narrow-headed gartersnakes) Conservation
Working Group Meeting held on January 14, the Department coordinated with partners from
USFWS, UA, NAU, TPZ, ASDM, PHS and others to discuss achievements, project updates, and
to plan conservation/research activities for the 2010 field season. Also, during much of this
timeframe, the Department assessed impacts of statewide sportfish stocking on Mexican and
narrow-headed gartersnakes.

DESERT TORTOISES

Department staff compiled monitoring data collected on the Sonoran desert tortoises (SDT) since
1987 on 16 BLM long-term monitoring plots (LTMP) for the USFWS 12-month status review.
Because of concerns with the data analysis used in the petition, the Department contracted
statisticians from the University of Arizona to analyze independently LTMP data to determine if
there were any temporal or statewide trends in SDT populations. Survival rates, rather than
abundance estimates, were calculated at each LTMP and year. Survival rates do not have the
same limitations in making inferences beyond the scope of each year and LTMP because, unlike
abundance estimates, survival rate estimates account for imperfect detection by incorporating
recapture probabilities. Annual survival of adult SDT averaged 0.93 across all plots (0.85-0.96
range), which is similar to estimates reported in other SDT survival studies. There was no
evidence for a declining linear trend in survival across all LTMPs. Therefore, recognizing the
limitations of the data, there was no evidence to suggest survival rates of SDT varied
systematically between 1987-2008, i.e., survival remained approximately the same through time
and across plots. If adult survival has remained largely unchanged on the plots, there is no
evidence to suggest a systematic decline in survivorship of tortoises in Arizona.

TUCSON SHOVEL-NOSED SNAKE

Shovel-nosed snakes are small, burrowing snakes occurring in sandy soils in broad, low valleys
throughout much of the Sonoran and Mohave deserts. Three named subspecies of shovel-nosed
snakes, defined by color pattern differences, occur in Arizona. One subspecies, the Tucson
shovel-nosed snake, is limited to the eastern-most part of the distribution, and occurs most
commonly in creosote flats habitats between Phoenix and Tucson.
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In December 2004, The Center for Biological Diversity petitioned the Tucson shovel-nosed
snake for listing under the ESA as threatened or endangered throughout its distribution. Their
primary justification was loss of habitat to development, and evidence for population declines,
particularly in the Avra Valley, near Tucson.

Since then, the Department provided funds to address a variety of information needs. Staff
participated in informal surveys to address the lack of clear distributional information and to
obtain tissue samples for genetic studies. The Department contracted partners to analyze
genetics (mitochondrial DNA) of shovel-nosed snakes to address taxonomic confusion, to
investigate population status in the Avra Valley, and WMRS conducted a study to determine its
status and distribution in and near the Florence Military Reservation. Genetic analyses
concluded the Tucson shovel-nosed snake is not evolutionarily distinct, but is part of a
continuum of genetic variation that encompasses populations across southern Arizona, from
Yuma eastward. The population study concluded shovel-nosed snakes were likely extirpated
locally, i.e., in the Avra Valley. The WMRS study found shovel-nosed snakes to be the third
most commonly trapped snake species (among those that are normally nocturnal) which is
consistent with results seen elsewhere in undisturbed habitats.

The Department provided comments to the USFWS in September 2008, emphasizing the lack of
consensus regarding the definition of this particular subspecies and its geographic distribution,
and urged the USFWS to postpone a decision until those questions could be answered. On
March 31, 2010 the USFWS issued a decision that the Tucson shovel-nosed snake warrants
protection under the ESA, but that listing was precluded by higher priorities.

FISH
GILA TOPMINNOW AND DESERT PUPFISH

During this quarter, site evaluations and certificates of inclusion were completed for two new
enrolled sites under the statewide SHA for topminnow and pupfish: the Nina Mason Pulliam Rio
Salado Audubon Center ponds and the Maricopa County Usery Mountain Regional Park. The
Audubon Center ponds were renovated to remove mosquitofish on March 22, and if follow-up
monitoring over the next few weeks indicate a successful removal, then topminnow and pupfish
will be stocked in early summer. Usery Mountain Regional Park’s certificate of inclusion is
waiting on the final signature from USFWS before stocking fish, which is also anticipated for
early summer.

INVERTEBRATES
KANAB AMBERSNAIL
In December 2010, the Department renewed its cooperative agreement with U.S. Geological

Survey (USGS) to continue monitoring and management of the endangered Kanab ambersnail at
Vaseys Paradise in Grand Canyon. The Department received $13,355 in contract funds to
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complete this work in 2010; no match was required. The Department also renewed its NPS
scientific collecting and research permit for 2010 for ambersnail work in Grand Canyon. An
investigators annual report on ambersnail work in 2009 was submitted to the NPS science
website.

PAGE SPRINGSNAIL

In March 2010, Department staff reviewed the EA checklist for the renovation of Bubbling
Spring Pond, planned for early April 2010. Bubbling Springs Pond supplies most of the water
used at Bubbling Ponds Fish Hatchery for propagation of fish, including endangered razorback
suckers and the ESA candidate, roundtail chub. Bubbling Springs Pond is home to the largest
population of Page springsnail, also an ESA candidate, which is now protected and managed
under a Candidate Conservation Agreement with Assurances (CCAA). Unfortunately that site
also contains mosquitofish, a known predator of springsnails and a vector for the fish bacterial
infection called “Ich”. Over the years, Ich has caused repeated episodes of sickness and death to
many of the razorback suckers being propagated at Bubbling Ponds Fish Hatchery, so removing
this problem will be a huge benefit. Prior to the planned renovation, Department and USFWS
staff will salvage thousands of springsnails and place them in aerated holding tanks during the
treatment. Following the renovation, the snails will be returned to the spring pond into their
original habitat, this is one of the mitigation options covered under the CCAA.

INTERNATIONAL AND BORDERLAND PROJECTS
BORDER GOVERNOR’S CONFERENCE

Arizona is hosting the 2010 Border Governors Conference (BGC) September 8-10 in Phoenix at
the Biltmore Hotel. Arizona and Baja California are Wildlife Table co-chairs. In January 2010,
Safari Club International (SCI) hosted the work session of the BGC Wildlife Work Table at the
SCI convention in Reno. The Wildlife Table showcased a number of wildlife restoration projects
in the Border region. A CD with the presentations is being provided to the members of the
Trilateral Executive Table. In March 2010, the SEMARNAT Secretary, the USFWS, and the
states of Nuevo Leo6n, Tamaulipas, and Texas signed the Lower Rio Grande Ecosystem
Memorandum of Understanding for the conservation of flora, fauna, and wildlife corridors. Baja
California is working with CONANP on Action Programs for Species Conservation for
pronghorn antelope and vaquita marina (Phocoena sinus). A bighorn sheep program will follow.
Governor José Guadalupe Osuna presented the five-year State Program for Environmental
Protection in March 2010. The Autonomous University of Baja California developed under
contract a wildlife surveys manual for wildlife management. The Secretary of the Environment
and staff visited other state wildlife agencies to exchange information on wildlife programs and
administrative structures. California removed the California Brown Pelican and American
Peregrine Falcon from the state endangered species list, first state delistings due to recovery, and
IS conducting research to evaluate the success of the law that went into effect July 2008 requiring
the use of non-lead ammunition in historic California condor range. In collaboration with state
and federal agencies, the California Fish and Game Department is working to minimize the
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impacts of solar and wind energy developments on wildlife and natural resources. The
Department is collaborating on California’s Climate Change Adaptation Strategy (CAS) by
working on adaptation strategies that will maximize species and habitat resiliency in the face of
climate change. It also plays a major role in the control of aquatic invasive species. Tamaulipas
developed a state Wildlife Viewing Guide in collaboration with Watchable Wildlife, Inc., and is
trying to develop a model local ordinance to promote the use of native plants in urban areas.

PRONGHORN TRANSFER

New Mexico and Mexico’s federal government completed an agreement to exchange 300
pronghorn antelope from New Mexico for 10 bighorn sheep from Mexico. Late 2009, 125
pronghorns were transferred to the State of Coahuila. On March 2010, 65 additional pronghorns
were translocated in the same area. The Department assisted in this effort.

RETURN OF JAGUAR TO MEXICO

On March 23, the jaguar known as Lucero was returned to Sonora, Mexico. The Department
coordinated the transport of the jaguar to the Phoenix Zoo in late 2008 so that it could receive
dental treatment (replacement/repair of broken canines).

NEw CEDES ADMINISTRATION

New Director from the Commission on Ecology and Sustainable Development of Sonora
(CEDES by its Spanish acronym), Mr. Oscar Tellez, met with Director VVoyles to discuss various
wildlife projects. Law enforcement training continues to be a high priority for the State of
Sonora. Both directors agreed to implement a training workshop during 2010.

MOU wiTH SEMARNAT

Sonoran Pronghorn:

The results of the bi-annual range wide surveys conducted in Mexico from December 7 — 11 are
discussed above. The Department provided financial assistance to CEDES and SEMARNAT for
their participation during the surveys. A binational meeting to discuss Sonoran pronghorn
repatriation to Mexico has been postponed. The new date will be sometime in September.

Wildlife Management Training:

Wildlife management training and capacity building continues to be a high priority to Mexico; a
training workshop is being planned for June of 2010 in Monterrey, Nuevo Leon, Mexico. The
Department is taking the lead on this effort.

Law Enforcement Training:

The Government of Mexico and CEDES are very interested in receiving law enforcement
training. A training session is being planned for 2010. This is also a priority action item within
the Arizona-Mexico Commission.

Consideration of Proposed Commission Orders 2, 5-10, and 26 for 2010-
2011 Hunting Season, Commission Orders 11-18 for 2010-2011 and
2011-2012 Hunting Seasons, and Commission Order 23 for the 2010-
2011 and 2011-2012 Trapping Seasons.

The Commission will consider and may vote to approve Commission
Orders 2 (deer), 5-10 (turkey, javelina, bighorn sheep, buffalo, bear, and
mountain lion), and 26 (population management) establishing seasons and
season dates, bag and possession limits, permit numbers, and open areas
for the 2010-2011 season. The Commission will also consider and may
vote to approve Commission Orders 11-18 (tree squirrel, cottontail rabbit,
predatory and furbearing mammals, other mammals and birds, pheasant,
quail, chukar partridge, and blue grouse) establishing seasons and season
dates, bag and possession limits, and open areas for the 2010-2011 and
2011-2012 seasons. Additionally, the Commission will consider and may
vote to approve Commission Order 23 (trapping), establishing season
dates, legal species, open and closed areas, and bag and possession limits
for the 2010-2011 and 2011-2012 seasons. A detailed description of
proposals is available for public review at Department offices. Spring
turkey, spring bear, spring buffalo, and spring javelina Commission orders
are presented at the August Commission meeting, whereas elk and
pronghorn antelope are presented at the December Commission meeting.

March 16, 2010

The Department is recommending seasons, season dates, bag and possession limits, permit
numbers, and open areas for Commission Orders 2 (deer), 5-10 (fall turkey, fall javelina,
bighorn sheep, fall buffalo, fall bear, and mountain lion), and 26 (population management
seasons) for 2010-2011 according to hunt guidelines approved by the Commission during
September 2009 for a two-year period. The Department is also recommending seasons, season
dates, legal species, bag and possession limits, and open and closed areas for Commission Orders
11-18 (tree squirrel, cottontail rabbit, predatory and furbearing mammals, other mammals and
birds, pheasant, quail, chukar partridge, and blue grouse) and 23 (trapping) for 2010-2011 and
2011-2012. The hunt guidelines were approved by the Commission for a two-year period that
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extends through spring 2012. Consequently, no public meetings discussing the guidelines were
held prior to the April 2010 Commission meeting. Each Region hosted a public meeting, prior to
meeting with the Game Branch, to discuss their harvest prescriptions with the public and an open
house, prior to the April Commission meeting, where final recommendations were available for
public review and discussion. These meetings are generally lightly attended, with an average of
about 5 attendees.

The Commission has provided the Department with direction through the hunt guidelines to offer
specific hunting opportunities.

Specifically, the Department was to allocate at least 5% of the general deer permits to juniors-
only seasons. According to hunt guidelines, units with multiple deer hunts will have stratified 7-
day seasons.

Statewide, white-tailed deer hunting opportunity in December is limited to 5% of the total white-
tailed deer permits, although alternative white-tailed deer units (Units 6A, 23, 30B, 31, and 36C)
will be structured to harvest up to 30% of the expected take for that unit during December. Units
12A, 12B, 13A, 13B, 45A, 45B, and 45C are managed according to the alternative deer
guidelines for mule deer. Archery deer seasons are recommended for season length adjustments
or permitting to attain 10-20% of the total deer harvest by archers, although no unit south of the
Colorado River will be permitted for archery.

Fall turkey hunts are recommended as limited-weapon-shotgun-shooting-shot seasons. Juniors-
only turkey permits will be recommended as over-the-counter nonpermit tags in specific units.
Archery turkey seasons have been adjusted to overlap with corresponding archery deer seasons.

Fall javelina hunts are to be offered during juniors-only seasons to strive for 10% of total tags
(both fall and spring) for juniors hunters. Juniors-only seasons should coincide with a juniors-
only deer season, and companion population management seasons are recommended to capitalize
on juniors deer hunters in the field.

All bear seasons have specific female harvest limits that close a season on the following
Wednesday when that number of female bears have been harvested. Each unit that provides a
bear hunt will also have an annual female harvest limit. If the annual female harvest limit is met,
this will close any open season on the following Wednesday or any subsequent season in that
unit during the current calendar year, even if the subsequent season has not yet opened. The
annual female harvest limit is comprised of female bears lethally removed through Department
action (e.g., nuisance) and female bears harvested by hunters.

All other small game, trapping, and big game seasons are recommended in accordance with the
approved guidelines, unless specifically noted under the species-specific information provided
under the corresponding Commission Order.
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Hopi tribal members will be allocated a small portion of deer tags in Units 4A, 4B (5 permits),
5A, and 5B (20 permits) according to the Hopi Trust Land allocation authorized through the hunt
guidelines.

CoMMISSION ORDER 2 — DEER

The Department is recommending 43,930 general deer permits in 2010, an increase of 350
permits statewide from 2009. Archery deer seasons for 2010 are generally unchanged from
2009, except that Units 1, 3A and 3C, and 7 will be available as over-the-counter nonpermit tags
rather than draw permit tags. Units 12A and 12B, 13A, and 13B will remain permitted, with no
change in permits in Units 13A and 13B. Units 12A and 12B will be reduced by 240 permits, in
conjunction with the overall buck harvest reduction in those units, which should keep archery
harvest at or near 20% of the total harvest. The total number of tags permitted for archery is
recommended at 1,010. Archers that draw a permit tag will not be required to report their harvest
through the phone line, and the 10% cap on nonresident participation will apply to these draw
hunts.

Several changes are recommended for deer seasons. White-tailed deer permits are recommended
for an increase of 135 permits. Antlered mule deer permits are recommended for an increase of
215. Juniors permits are recommended at 2,170 (5% of general), a 135-permit increase over
2009 (2120 general, 50 muzzleloader). This recommendation includes a 250-permit (increase of
50 from 2009) antlerless deer hunt for juniors-only in Unit 12AW, which is consistent with
allowing population growth on the Kaibab described in the hunt guidelines. A 20-permit juniors-
only muzzleloader deer season is recommended in Units 15A, 15B, 15C, and 15D, whereas a 20-
permit general juniors-only deer season in Unit 16A is recommended to be removed. The
December archery deer and general deer seasons are recommended to begin on December 10,
2010. Muzzleloader permits are recommended at 1,025 permits, an increase of 15 from 2009.

A 10-permit CHAMP hunt is again recommended for Unit 12AW for 2010, although the season
is recommended for later dates (November 5-11, 2010).

Total permits for general, muzzleloader, and juniors-only seasons is 47,135, which is an increase
of 500 permits above 2009 levels.

Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 2 - DEER AS PROPOSED.
COMMISSION ORDER 5 —~TURKEY

The fall limited weapon shotgun-shooting-shot turkey season is recommended to run October 1—
7, 2010 with 6,820 permits, which is an increase of 700 permits over 2009. There are seven units
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(Units 1, 4A, 4B, 6A, 8, 10, 12A, 23, and 27) recommended for juniors-only seasons where over-
the-counter nonpermit tags will be offered. These seasons will run concurrently with the
permitted turkey season in the unit.

Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 5-TURKEY AS PROPOSED.

CoMMISSION ORDER 6 — JAVELINA

For fall 2010, the Department continues recommending fall javelina seasons to juniors only
during general seasons for which season dates coincide with a juniors-only deer season, with 800
permits. Units within Region 5 allocate 15% of the annual permits to either an October 8-14 or
a November 19-25, 2010 season. Additional units in Region 3 (Units 16A, 17B, 18B, and 20A)
also offer this juniors-only opportunity, although season dates would be October 8-17. Unit 39
in Region 6 is recommended to change from muzzleloader and archery to general, and run
November 19-28, 2010.

In accordance with the 2009 hunt guidelines, the Department is also recommending the juniors-
only deer hunters in Units 16A, 28, 29, 30A, 30B, 31, 32, 33, 36A, 36B, and 36C be provided
with the opportunity to purchase over-the-counter "companion™ tags for javelina, which must be
authorized within Commission Order 26.

Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 6 — JAVELINA AS PROPOSED.

COMMISSION ORDER 7 — BIGHORN SHEEP

Bighorn sheep permits are recommended for a total of 97, an increase of 10 from last year.
Permit increases are recommended in Units 12B East (1 permit), 15B (1 permit), 15C North (1
permit), 15D (3 permits), 16A (1 permit), 22 (2 permits), 24B South (1 permit), 31 and 32 (1
permit), 39 West (1 permit), and 40B Tinajas Altas (1 permit). A new hunt for Rocky Mountain
bighorn sheep is also recommended in Unit 6A with 1 permit. Permit decreases are
recommended in Units 40B Gila Mountains (1 permit), 41 East (1 permit), 41 West (1 permit),
and 45B (1 permit). The season in Unit 13B South is recommended for lengthening, with
proposed dates of November 16-December 31, 2010. Units where recent declines have been
detected or suspected, specifically 15A, 15B, 15C, 15D, 45A, 45B, and 45C, have received
recent surveys and hunt recommendations are based on these data.
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Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 7 - BIGHORN SHEEP AS PROPOSED.

ComMMISSION ORDER 8 — BUFFALO

Two hunts for 2 permits each are recommended for the Raymond Wildlife Area herd in Units 5A
and 5B. These hunts are recommended to run September 24-26 and October 8-10, 2010. All 4
tags are proposed to be for yearling buffalo.

No general fall hunts are recommended on the House Rock Wildlife Area herd because
structured hunts have been ineffective in harvesting buffalo during the fall. In accordance with
the 2009 hunt guidelines, the Department is also recommending the general deer hunters in Units
12A West and 12A East be provided with the opportunity to purchase over-the-counter
"companion” tags for buffalo, which must be authorized within Commission Order 26.

Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 8 - BUFFALO AS PROPOSED.

ComMMISSION ORDER 9 - BEAR

During 2010, fall bear seasons are recommended to occur during August 6-19, from August 20
for up to 38 days, or October 1 through the end of the 2010 calendar year. The season in Units
4A and 5A is recommended to begin on November 5 and run through the end of the calendar
year. General seasons may occur during any of these season dates and archery seasons may
occur during the 38 day season beginning on August 22, 2008. This structure maintains open
seasons while allowing Regions to manage female harvest and maintain sites to relocate nuisance
bears if necessary. The 2010 recommendation is for a cumulative female harvest limit of 87 for
general and 20 for archery season, which is an overall increase of 7 female bears from 2009.

The annual female harvest limit will again apply to fall seasons this year. Annual female harvest
limits were established in August 2009 for the units with 2010 spring hunts. Those units that
have both spring and fall hunts were considered in the spring 2010 hunt formulation. Harvest
that applies to annual female harvest limits includes any take by a hunter or Department action
that occurs within a calendar year. Implementation of the annual female harvest limit may result
in the closure of a hunt before it opens if the annual female harvest limit is reached before the
start of a season. Hunters will need to contact the Department before they go hunting to
determine if a specific hunt unit is open, and notification of this need will be plainly identified
within the regulations. Compliance with the mandatory physical check for bear remains high.
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Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 9 - BEAR AS PROPOSED.

CoMMISSION ORDER 10 — MOUNTAIN LION

The Department recommends that the mountain lion season be opened from August 20, 2010 to
May 19, 2011 in all units except those units with a multiple bag limit. Units with a multiple bag
limit are recommended to remain open yearlong in accordance with the approved hunt
guidelines. Compliance with the mandatory physical check for mountain lion remains high.

The Department recommends removing Unit 22 (south of AZ Hwy 87 and FR 143 and west of
AZ Hwy 188) from the list of units open under the multiple bag limit for next year because the
management objectives for the bighorn sheep population in that unit have been met. No other
changes to the units open to mountain lion hunting under the multiple bag limit approach are
recommended at this time.

Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 10 - MOUNTAIN LION AS PROPOSED.

CoMMISSION ORDER 26 — POPULATION MANAGEMENT SEASONS

Population management seasons are recommended for buffalo to be available to permitted
general and archery deer hunters in Unit 12A. These seasons are also recommended for javelina
to be available to juniors-only muzzleloader deer hunters in Unit 16A and juniors-only general
season deer hunters in Units 28, 29, 30A, 30B, 31, 32, 33, 36A, 36B, and 36C. These permits
are popularly known as "companion” tags. Buffalo population management restricted nonpermit
tags are recommended at 1,116 for general seasons and 850 for archery seasons. Juniors-only
javelina population management restricted nonpermit tags are recommended at 450 for general
and 30 for muzzleloader juniors-only seasons. These permits will be available only to hunters
that successfully draw a deer tag in the coincidental deer hunt.

Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 26 - POPULATION MANAGEMENT SEASONS AS PROPOSED.
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CoMmiIssION ORDER 11 — TREE SQUIRREL

The Department recommends no change to the tree squirrel seasons for 2010-2012.
CoMMISSION ORDER 12 — COTTONTAIL RABBIT

The Department recommends no change to the cottontail rabbit seasons for 2010-2012.

CoMMISSION ORDER 13 — PREDATORY AND FUR-BEARING MAMMALS

The Department recommends no change to the predatory and fur-bearing mammal seasons for
2010-2012.

COMMISSION ORDER 14 — OTHER BIRDS AND MAMMALS

The Department recommends no change to the other birds and mammals seasons for 2010-2012.
COMMISSION ORDER 15 — PHEASANT

The Department recommends no changes to pheasant permits for the 2010-2012 seasons. All
pheasant hunts in Units 40B are draw hunts. Dates for the individual hunts are adjusted
periodically to accommodate local agricultural practices and conditions to maximize hunter
success. Four limited-weapon shotgun-shooting-shot seasons are each recommended for 40
permits each, which yields a total 160 permits. Juniors-only seasons (30 permits) remain
unchanged, as do archery and falconry seasons. Dates for the hunts in 2010 and 2011 are
specified in the attached Commission Orders.

COMMISSION ORDER 16 — QUAIL

The Department recommends no change to the quail seasons for 2010-2012.

COMMISSION ORDER 17 — CHUKAR PARTRIDGE

The Department recommends no change to the chukar partridge seasons for 2010-2012.
CoMMISSION ORDER 18 — BLUE (DuskY) GROUSE

The Department recommends no change to the blue (dusky) grouse seasons for 2010-2012. The
Department continues to recommend Units 4A and 5A remain closed to allow grouse transplants

to proceed in those units.

Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDERS 11-18 AS PROPOSED.
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CoMMISSION ORDER 23 — TRAPPING
The Department recommends no change to the trapping seasons for 2010-2012.

White-tailed deer permits are recommended
for an increase of 135 permits. Antlered mule deer permits are recommended for an increase of
215. Juniors permits are recommended at 2,170 (5% of general), a 135-permit increase over
2009 (2120 general, 50 muzzleloader). This recommendation includes a 250-permit (increase of
50 from 2009) antlerless deer hunt for juniors-only in Unit 12AW, which is consistent with
allowing population growth on the Kaibab described in the hunt guidelines. A 20-permit juniors-
only muzzleloader deer season is recommended in Units 15A, 15B, 15C, and 15D, whereas a 20-
permit general juniors-only deer season in Unit 16A is recommended to be removed. The
December archery deer and general deer seasons are recommended to begin on December 10,
2010. Muzzleloader permits are recommended at 1,025 permits, an increase of 15 from 2009.

A 10-permit CHAMP hunt is again recommended for Unit 12AW for 2010, although the season
is recommended for later dates (November 5-11, 2010).

Total permits for general, muzzleloader, and juniors-only seasons is 47,135, which is an increase
of 500 permits above 2009 levels.

Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 2 - DEER AS PROPOSED.
CoMMISSION ORDER 5 -TURKEY

The fall limited weapon shotgun-shooting-shot turkey season is recommended to run October 1-
7, 2010 with 6,820 permits, which is an increase of 700 permits over 2009. There are seven units
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(Units 1, 4A, 4B, 6A, 8, 10, 12A, 23, and 27) recommended for juniors-only seasons where over-
the-counter nonpermit tags will be offered. These seasons will run concurrently with the
permitted turkey season in the unit.

Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 5 - TURKEY AS PROPOSED.

CoMMISSION ORDER 6 — JAVELINA

For fall 2010, the Department continues recommending fall javelina seasons to juniors only
during general seasons for which season dates coincide with a juniors-only deer season, with 800
permits. Units within Region 5 allocate 15% of the annual permits to either an October 8-14 or
a November 19-25, 2010 season. Additional units in Region 3 (Units 16A, 17B, 18B, and 20A)
also offer this juniors-only opportunity, although season dates would be October 8-17. Unit 39
in Region 6 is recommended to change from muzzleloader and archery to general, and run
November 19-28, 2010.

In accordance with the 2009 hunt guidelines, the Department is also recommending the juniors-
only deer hunters in Units 16A, 28, 29, 30A, 30B, 31, 32, 33, 36A, 36B, and 36C be provided
with the opportunity to purchase over-the-counter "companion™ tags for javelina, which must be
authorized within Commission Order 26.

Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 6 - JAVELINA AS PROPOSED.

CoMMISSION ORDER 7 — BIGHORN SHEEP

Bighorn sheep permits are recommended for a total of 97, an increase of 10 from last year.
Permit increases are recommended in Units 12B East (1 permit), 15B (1 permit), 15C North (1
permit), 15D (3 permits), 16A (1 permit), 22 (2 permits), 24B South (1 permit), 31 and 32 (1
permit), 39 West (1 permit), and 40B Tinajas Altas (1 permit). A new hunt for Rocky Mountain
bighorn sheep is also recommended in Unit 6A with 1 permit. Permit decreases are
recommended in Units 40B Gila Mountains (1 permit), 41 East (1 permit), 41 West (1 permit),
and 45B (1 permit). The season in Unit 13B South is recommended for lengthening, with
proposed dates of November 16-December 31, 2010. Units where recent declines have been
detected or suspected, specifically 15A, 15B, 15C, 15D, 45A, 45B, and 45C, have received
recent surveys and hunt recommendations are based on these data.
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Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 7 - BIGHORN SHEEP AS PROPOSED.

CoMMISSION ORDER 8 — BUFFALO

Two hunts for 2 permits each are recommended for the Raymond Wildlife Area herd in Units 5A
and 5B. These hunts are recommended to run September 24-26 and October 8-10, 2010. All 4
tags are proposed to be for yearling buffalo.

No general fall hunts are recommended on the House Rock Wildlife Area herd because
structured hunts have been ineffective in harvesting buffalo during the fall. In accordance with
the 2009 hunt guidelines, the Department is also recommending the general deer hunters in Units
12A West and 12A East be provided with the opportunity to purchase over-the-counter
"companion” tags for buffalo, which must be authorized within Commission Order 26.

Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 8 - BUFFALO AS PROPOSED.

ComMMISSION ORDER 9 - BEAR

During 2010, fall bear seasons are recommended to occur during August 6-19, from August 20
for up to 38 days, or October 1 through the end of the 2010 calendar year. The season in Units
4A and 5A is recommended to begin on November 5 and run through the end of the calendar
year. General seasons may occur during any of these season dates and archery seasons may
occur during the 38 day season beginning on August 22, 2008. This structure maintains open
seasons while allowing Regions to manage female harvest and maintain sites to relocate nuisance
bears if necessary. The 2010 recommendation is for a cumulative female harvest limit of 87 for
general and 20 for archery season, which is an overall increase of 7 female bears from 2009.

The annual female harvest limit will again apply to fall seasons this year. Annual female harvest
limits were established in August 2009 for the units with 2010 spring hunts. Those units that
have both spring and fall hunts were considered in the spring 2010 hunt formulation. Harvest
that applies to annual female harvest limits includes any take by a hunter or Department action
that occurs within a calendar year. Implementation of the annual female harvest limit may result
in the closure of a hunt before it opens if the annual female harvest limit is reached before the
start of a season. Hunters will need to contact the Department before they go hunting to
determine if a specific hunt unit is open, and notification of this need will be plainly identified
within the regulations. Compliance with the mandatory physical check for bear remains high.
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Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 9 - BEAR AS PROPOSED.

ComMMISSION ORDER 10 - MOUNTAIN LION

The Department recommends that the mountain lion season be opened from August 20, 2010 to
May 19, 2011 in all units except those units with a multiple bag limit. Units with a multiple bag
limit are recommended to remain open yearlong in accordance with the approved hunt
guidelines. Compliance with the mandatory physical check for mountain lion remains high.

The Department recommends removing Unit 22 (south of AZ Hwy 87 and FR 143 and west of
AZ Hwy 188) from the list of units open under the multiple bag limit for next year because the
management objectives for the bighorn sheep population in that unit have been met. No other
changes to the units open to mountain lion hunting under the multiple bag limit approach are
recommended at this time.

Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 10 - MOUNTAIN LION AS PROPOSED.

CoMMISSION ORDER 26 — POPULATION MANAGEMENT SEASONS

Population management seasons are recommended for buffalo to be available to permitted
general and archery deer hunters in Unit 12A. These seasons are also recommended for javelina
to be available to juniors-only muzzleloader deer hunters in Unit 16A and juniors-only general
season deer hunters in Units 28, 29, 30A, 30B, 31, 32, 33, 36A, 36B, and 36C. These permits
are popularly known as "companion” tags. Buffalo population management restricted nonpermit
tags are recommended at 1,116 for general seasons and 850 for archery seasons. Juniors-only
javelina population management restricted nonpermit tags are recommended at 450 for general
and 30 for muzzleloader juniors-only seasons. These permits will be available only to hunters
that successfully draw a deer tag in the coincidental deer hunt.

Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 26 - POPULATION MANAGEMENT SEASONS AS PROPOSED.
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COMMISSION ORDER 11 — TREE SQUIRREL

The Department recommends no change to the tree squirrel seasons for 2010-2012.
COMMISSION ORDER 12 — COTTONTAIL RABBIT

The Department recommends no change to the cottontail rabbit seasons for 2010-2012.

CoMMISSION ORDER 13 — PREDATORY AND FUR-BEARING MAMMALS

The Department recommends no change to the predatory and fur-bearing mammal seasons for
2010-2012.

CoMMISSION ORDER 14 — OTHER BIRDS AND MAMMALS

The Department recommends no change to the other birds and mammals seasons for 2010-2012.
COMMISSION ORDER 15 — PHEASANT

The Department recommends no changes to pheasant permits for the 2010-2012 seasons. All
pheasant hunts in Units 40B are draw hunts. Dates for the individual hunts are adjusted
periodically to accommodate local agricultural practices and conditions to maximize hunter
success. Four limited-weapon shotgun-shooting-shot seasons are each recommended for 40
permits each, which yields a total 160 permits. Juniors-only seasons (30 permits) remain
unchanged, as do archery and falconry seasons. Dates for the hunts in 2010 and 2011 are
specified in the attached Commission Orders.

CoMmissION ORDER 16 — QUAIL

The Department recommends no change to the quail seasons for 2010-2012.

CoMMISSION ORDER 17 — CHUKAR PARTRIDGE

The Department recommends no change to the chukar partridge seasons for 2010-2012.
CoMMISSION ORDER 18 — BLUE (DuskyY) GROUSE

The Department recommends no change to the blue (dusky) grouse seasons for 2010-2012. The
Department continues to recommend Units 4A and 5A remain closed to allow grouse transplants

to proceed in those units.

Recommendation:

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDERS 11-18 AS PROPOSED.
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COMMISSION ORDER 23 — TRAPPING
The Department recommends no change to the trapping seasons for 2010-2012.

The Department recommends that the Commission VOTE TO APPROVE COMMISSION
ORDER 23 AS PROPOSED.

The U.S. Army Yuma Proving Ground is closed to deer hunting, except those areas open in accordance with U.S. Army regulations to
properly licensed hunters holding a valid Yuma Proving Ground Hunting Program Access permit and coordination with YPG Range
Control.

The Fort Huachuca Army Garrison in Unit 35A is open to deer hunting only to properly licensed military and Fort Huachuca civilian
personnel holding a valid Fort Huachuca post hunting permit. Juniors only hunts are only open to properly licensed military and Fort
Huachuca civilian dependents holding a valid Fort Huachuca post hunting permit. Hunt numbers, season dates and/or special regulations
must be obtained from Fort Huachuca. Increases in Force Protection may result in hunt cancellations at any time with little or no prior
notification. In the event a hunt is cancelled due to an increase in security, hunters drawn for these permits will not be reimbursed or
otherwise compensated by the Arizona Game and Fish Department. Applications for these hunts must be submitted to the Arizona Game
and Fish Department by the published deadline.

The Santa Rita Wildlife Area in Unit 34A is actively used for studies in wildlife management. Researchers are present all months and
study sites are not always recognizable; hunters are urged to use caution while hunting and take care not to disturb study sites.

Hunter access in Units 29, 30A, 30B, and 32 is extremely restricted. Applicants should not apply for these units unless they have secured
access.

An "antlerless deer" is a deer, any age, without antlers.
The Grand Canyon-Parashant, Vermilion Cliffs, Sonoran Desert, Ironwood Forest, and Agua Fria National Monuments are open to hunting.

Archery deer hunters who received a hunt permit-tag through the draw process are not required to call the toll free Archery Deer Harvest
Reporting telephone number to report their deer kill. We encourage hunters to return the Hunter Survey they will receive in the mail. Unit
12A archery deer hunters are not required to check their deer for inspection at the Jacob Lake Checking Station.

Hunting is not permitted in Unit 26M in the following described area: Those private lands lying just north of the Town of Cave Creek in
Sections 10, 11, 12, 14 and 15 of Township 6 North, Range 4 East.

Hunting is not permitted in Unit 47M in the following described area: an unincorporated portion of land within the City of Mesa known as
the Elliott and Hawes County Island in Section 16, Township 1 South, Range 7 East.

Individuals with permits for these hunts are eligible to purchase Restricted Nonpermit tags for the corresponding javelina or buffalo
population management seasons listed in Commission Order 26.

The U.S. Forest Service has expressed concern regarding road damage during wet weather. The Department is working with the U.S.
Forest Service to provide limited access via designated core roads in units 5A, 5B, 6A, 6B, 7, 8, and 9 that will remain open during periods
when other roads may be closed. When weather is deemed severe, the core roads may also be closed to prevent excessive road damage,
provide for public safety, and protect natural resources. Roads that have been closed are closed to all users. Hunters should respect and
obey road closures and drive responsibly during wet periods. It is recommended that hunters contact the appropriate Forest Service office
to determine current road status for their hunt area (see the Index: Hunting on Public Lands).

The Florence Military Reservation (training areas B and D: the areas north and south of Cottonwood Canyon Road) in Unit 37B is subject
to short term closures due to military operations, including live fire operations, and requires coordination with the Florence Military
Reservation for hunting access. For specific closure dates or any other access concerns, contact the Florence Military Reservation at 602-
267-2062. A map of the Florence Military Reservation is located on the Arizona Game and Fish Department’s website, azgfd.gov (type
Florence Military Reservation in the search box).

In the northern portion of Unit 5A, access is permitted on the Clear Creek Ranch by written permission only. Written permission may be
obtained at the Ranch headquarters located west of AZ Highway 87 at mile post 333.

Unit 31 and 32 hunts - Access to Aravaipa Canyon Wildlife Area (as prescribed in R12-4-802) is allowed by permit only, available through
the Safford Field Office of the Bureau of Land Management.

The area within the fenced enclosure inside the loop formed by Tonto National Forest Road 647, also known as the Walnut Canyon

2. Anunsuccessful hunter with a buffalo hunt permit-tag for the House Rock Wildlife Area herd shall check out in person or by telephone at
either the Department’s Flagstaff regional office or the House Rock Wildlife Area headquarters within three days following the close of the
season. A successful buffalo hunter shall report information about the kill to the Department within five business days after taking the
buffalo either in person at the House Rock Wildlife Area headquarters or in person or by telephone at the Department’s Flagstaff regional
office. If the kill is reported by telephone, the report shall include the name of the hunter, the hunter’s tag number, the sex of the buffalo
taken, the number of days hunted, and a telephone number where the hunter can be reached for additional information. (R12-4-306).

3. Successful applicants will be contacted in writing by the Arizona Game and Fish Department to provide them with additional information

regarding their hunt.

BUFFALO BAG LIMIT: One (1) buffalo in a lifetime except as prescribed in R12-4-120.

HOUSE ROCK BUFFALO HUNT SPECIAL NOTE: During the fall and spring hunts at the House Rock Wildlife Area (HRWA), a significant portion of
the herd has in the past moved to the Grand Canyon National Park where hunting is not allowed. Hunters are advised that if this occurs, their ability
to successfully harvest a buffalo may be significantly impacted. As with any hunt, circumstances beyond the control of the Arizona Game and Fish
Department may prevent the permit holder from being successful. The Arizona Game and Fish Department and Commission disclaims any

responsibility to reissue or replace a permit, to reinstate bonus points, to refund any fees, or to provide any other form of relief.

The HRWA buffalo hunt is considered to be one of the most difficult hunts in the state. Buffalo can be difficult to locate. Plan on spending the entire
season hunting, as an abbreviated hunt will lower your chances of success. Buffalo hunters must dress and care for their own animals; the
Department will not assist. Take time to improve your physical condition. Hunters are often required to walk considerable distances (up to 8 miles)

every day over rugged terrain. House Rock hunters should be prepared for remote and primitive conditions.

High clearance or four-wheel drive vehicles are recommended. Some portions of HRWA are included in the U.S. Forest Service wilderness system
that does not preclude hunter access but does limit their means of transportation and equipment usage. For more information, call the Flagstaff

The report shall include the hunter’'s name, hunting license number, tag
number, sex of the lion taken, management unit where the lion was taken, and telephone number at which the hunter can be reached to obtain
additional information. Within 10 days of taking a lion, the hunter shall present the lions skull, hide, and attached proof of sex for inspection. If a
hunter freezes the skull or hide before presenting it for inspection, the hunter shall prop the jaw open to allow access to the teeth and ensure that the
attached proof of sex is identifiable and accessible (pursuant to R12-4-308). A premolar tooth will be removed during the inspection. Successful
hunters are encouraged to contact the nearest Department office by telephone to coordinate inspections.

MOUNTAIN LION SPECIAL NOTE: Hunters may encounter mountain lions wearing radio collars around Flagstaff, Prescott, Payson, Tucson, and
western Maricopa County. The lions instrumented with these collars are part of several ongoing research projects. The collars are used to track lion
movements as researchers try to learn how the lions use various habitat types and urban interface areas. The longevity of these lions is important to
the ongoing research, and data collected will help to improve Arizona’s management of lions in the future. If you would like more information about
any of these research efforts please contact the Arizona Game and Fish Department Research Branch at (623) 236-7247. Also, if one of these
animals is harvested, the hunter is asked to return the collar, as well as any other marking device, such as an ear tag, to a Department office or
officer when doing the required physical check-in of the carcass parts.

MOUNTAIN LION SPECIAL NOTE: In accordance with R12-4-305(H), an individual may retain the carcass of a lion taken under ARS 17-302 when
the season is closed.

HUNTER QUESTIONNAIRE ANALYSIS OF MAIL VERSUS ONLINE RESPONSES

Summary: The change to the hunter questionnaire program to allow hunters to respond online
as an option in lieu of responding through the mail was instituted for fall 2009. The change
increased questionnaire costs (format and mailing) from about $0.48/questionnaire return to
$0.60/questionnaire return (estimated cost in 2009 was $89,629). The cost could be reduced to
2008 levels if about 50% of responses had been received online. Responses for hunting
participation (did you hunt or not hunt) were similar between online and mail reporting for most
hunts, however online respondents were more likely to be successful hunters and online
respondents reported harvesting animals with more antler points. The effect of the differences
were limited to moderate, and because only about 12% of all respondents reported online, the
likelihood of any effect to 2009 data is inconsequential. The degree of influence for future
guestionnaires is difficult to predict because more respondents may begin to use the online
feature in the future, but the Department needs to remain sensitive to these changes because
hunter harvest plays an important role in formulating hunt recommendations. We will continue
collecting harvest information online and continue to evaluate this approach.

Analysis: A modification to the hunter questionnaire program was initiated in fall 2009 in
response to Arizona Game and Fish Commission direction to improve customer service, while
investigating options to reduce costs and maintain long-term data streams. Hunter harvest data
collected through the hunter questionnaire program is important to the Arizona Game and Fish
Department because hunt success derived from this data is used in formulating hunt
recommendation for most big game species.

For the 2009-2010 hunt seasons, the hunter questionnaire was modified to include an option for
responding online. The response web link was printed on the questionnaire (pictured below).

The questionnaire itself was reformatted, requiring a new size for the mailed document when
compared with previous years. While this increased printing costs somewhat, the need for an
explanation resulted in the expanded text version. The increased size also increased the cost of

return mail postage. Dependant on return rates and the use of the online reporting web link, the
overall cost of the questionnaire could have been reduced had return rates approached 50%
online. However, only about 12% of all respondents have used the online feature to date.

With the new format, printing costs were $14,000 for 2009-2010 questionnaires (this is an
increase from 2008-2009). Due to the change in format, mailing costs increased to an estimated
$75,629 for 2009-2010. To reduce the cost of the guestionnaire program, we will need to have
about 50% responding online (average $0.48/questionnaire last year, average cost of
$0.60/questionnaire this year). We expect that the proportion of hunters using the online
reporting option will increase over time.

Another important consideration when comparing the new online reporting option with the
existing mail questionnaire is any differences in reporting bias that may be introduced. Existing
research indicates that mail questionnaires routinely overestimate harvest by 5-10%, but this bias
has been in existence with the Department's data set for over 40 years and is factored into the
existing hunt guidelines. The effect of a 10% overestimate of the harvest on hunt success is
relatively minimal (e.g., an estimated 22% hunt success in reality would be a 20% hunt success).
This has very little effect on an individual hunt recommendation. Introducing a new bias would
be important to recognize.

The Department analyzed the mail and online response data to determine if there were
differences between hunter responses using the 2 methods. We used a chi square (y°)
contingency table analysis to determine if differences existed in reporting hunter participation
and hunter success. A two-sample t-test was used to test for differences about the reported mean
antler points in the harvest. We used additional statistical tests to determine the “effect size” or
practical association of the significance. The relevance of effect size is that sometimes a factor
can have a statistical effect (or detectable difference) based on the power of the statistical test
(which are often quite powerful with sample sizes obtained through this survey) but the overall
effect may be small. Using the example of our existing mail questionnaire survey, the bias
associated with overestimation of harvest is statisticaly significant by the effect is relatively
minor.

Four hunter questionnaires were examined: general deer (all draw hunts), archery deer (over-the-
counter), archery elk, and fall turkey. Results varied between the four questionnaires. However,
when differences were detected, the effect size was generally limited.

Conclusion: For most hunts, participation in hunting did not differ in response between hunters

that chose to report online or by mail.

However, hunters that responded online consistently

reported higher hunt success and taking animals with a greater number of antler points than did
hunters that reported by mail. Because proportionally few hunters reported online this year, the
Department does not believe any effect has been realized in this year's hunt statistics.
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Questionnaire costs will be greater with this new approach until such point as a majority of
respondents use the online reporting option.

It is difficult to predict precisely what effect the differences detected between the 2 reporting
options may have in the future. As the proportion of reporting online increases with time, the
Department will continue to monitor for differences and effects. Successful hunters and those
that harvest animals with greater antler points may be those hunters that are more familiar with
the use of the internet, and with increased familiarity, the unbalanced reporting may be
minimized. Effect size was limited for hunter success, which is used for the formulation of hunt
recommendations. Moderate effect size for antler pointsis not used for formulation in most hunt
recommendations, and should not affect management. The Department will continue to monitor
differences and effects into the future. The Department will continue to use the online reporting
option.

Objective: To enhance existing aspects of the Arizona Game and Fish Department's

Watercraft Safety Program and to achieve safe uses of recreational watercraft
by promoting and coordinating recreational boating safety, regulations and
enforcement, and to provide reasonable and safe access for public boating.

JUSTIFICATION AND NEED:

During Federal Fiscal Year (FY) 2009, a total of 136,463 vessels were registered in Arizona. This
total reflects a 14% decline (22,263 drop in registrations) from the all time registration peak of
158,726 registrations in 1998. Despite this, the number of Arizona boat registrations continues to be
very significant in comparison to other western states and remains highly reflective of Arizona’s high
recreational watercraft activity levels. In addition, the diverse boating opportunities along the
Colorado River system continue to see the highest activity levels as boaters from Arizona, California,
Utah and Nevada continue to take advantage of both extensive river miles and large lake surface
areas.

For Federal FY2010, U.S. Coast Guard funding will supplement the Arizona Game and Fish
Department’s (Department) watercraft efforts in areas of administration, law enforcement,
information, boating education, aids to navigation, watercraft registration and the maintenance of a
watercraft motor pool.

The Department continues to provide Boating Safety Education Program classes statewide as
recreational boater education is considered one of the most effective ways to reduce boating accident
rates. U.S. Coast Guard Boating Safety grant monies are an integral and vital funding component
and will be utilized to supplement and enhance these important education programs. Annual boat
accident statistics repeatedly indicate that more than seventy-five percent of all operators involved in
recreational boating accidents had received no formal education in boating safety. To mitigate this
trend, the Department continues to provide statewide opportunities for recreational boaters to
participate in the Watercraft Safety Education Program. During the reporting time frame of the
Federal FY2009, state statistics indicate that 76 active volunteer instructors completed 48 classes and
certified 645 students in the classroom. This reflected a 158% decrease in the number of classes, but
a 180% increase in the number classroom students form the previous year. 437 persons completed
the Department’s online Internet boating education course during FY 2009. This reflected a 250%
increase in Internet students from 2008. Because of the lower than desired student numbers, the
agency continues to seek advertising strategies aimed at increasing the number of boaters voluntarily
attending a boating safety education. USCG funds will be used to promote boating education
classroom attendance wherever possible through a variety of strategies.
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The Department’s Boating Education Student Manual continues to receive very favorable feedback
from boating education course attendees. The Student Manual provides Arizona boaters with
additional access to information that will aid in understanding and complying with Arizona
watercraft regulations. The Department continues to update and produce an Arizona Boating Laws
and Regulations Brochure that is also posted on the Department’s website in order to keep boaters
informed of the latest Arizona boating information. The county courts continue to refer many
subjects who are found guilty of watercraft violations to the Boating Safety Education classes as part
of a deferment or diversion program.

Recent budget reductions legislatively mandated to balance the state budget have impacted the
Watercraft Licensing appropriations that fund the Department’s Watercraft Safety and Education
Programs. Consequently, U.S. Coast Guard Boating Safety grant money continues to be critical to
provide complimentary for critical Department watercraft projects, activities and programs. USCG
funding also enables the Department to purchase education materials, obtain support equipment for
its Watercraft Law Enforcement Project efforts, provide funding for the Watercraft Registration
services, provide materials and equipment for the Navigational Aids Project, and assists in
maintaining and upgrading the Department’'s communications system. With the tracking of vessels
from state to state becoming a priority, changes have been completed for the Department’s watercraft
registration database so that it is compatible with the nationwide Vessel Identification System (VI1S).
The Department is maintaining a Computer Aided Dispatch and Case Management System program
for improved Department communications and record management.

SPECIFIC BUDGET REQUESTS

Field Operations — Law Enforcement Branch

The Watercraft Safety Project, coordinated by the Boating Law Administrator in the Law
Enforcement Branch, has four main functions. They are officer training, communications, education,
and patrol/investigative support. When performed in conjunction with boating safety education
program efforts, these functions are essential in order to have a comprehensive and progressive
statewide program. Additionally, budget issues that began in calendar year 2009 relative to the
Department’s appropriated State Watercraft Budget, have been somewhat relieved for State FY2011,
allowing the Department to enhance our program with the Federal FY 2010 USCG budget.

The statewide communications functions are administered out of the Law Enforcement Branch. The
dispatch center operates 24 hours a day, seven days a week, providing statewide radio and land line
communications to all Department employees. Within the dispatch center, two one-half (%2) FTE’s
will continue to be funded by the Federal FY 2010 USCG budget.

USCG budget funds are utilized in part for the upkeep and maintenance of 30 active repeater radio
towers that are critical to the Department’s operational functionality of our radio communication
system. Approximately one-half of these towers provide communications to officers assigned to
watercraft patrol activities. These towers are evaluated regularly to assess the need for new and
updated equipment and to provide the best communications possible for the safety of watercraft
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officers and the boating public. The Communications Center continues to use a Computer Aided
Dispatch and Case Management System. This system allows for expanded communications as well
as increased law enforcement record tracking, including that for Operating under the Influence (OUI)
convictions and stolen watercraft.

The Watercraft Law Enforcement Program component of the Department's Watercraft Safety Project
is coordinated out of the Law Enforcement Branch. Key program personnel providing this
coordination are the following personnel:

Law Enforcement Branch Chief (Chief of Law Enforcement)

Watercraft and OHV Law Enforcement Programs Coordinator (Boating Law Administrator)
Law Enforcement Training Manager (Training Officer)

Watercraft Law Enforcement Program Manager (OUI Coordinator)

Watercraft Law Enforcement Specialist (Marine Theft Investigator)

Regional Law Enforcement Program Managers

Regional Field Supervisors

These personnel are responsible for coordinating all watercraft law enforcement project efforts on a
statewide and regional basis including operational planning, budgeting, staffing, support functions
and watercraft enforcement training for Department officers. Within the Law Enforcement Branch,
is one full FTE in addition to the two one-half (¥2) dispatch center FTE’s (as mentioned above), that
will continue to be funded by the Federal FY 2010 USCG budget. The full time position, the
Watercraft Law Enforcement Program Manager (OUI Coordinator), is responsible for statewide OUI
training, implementation of the 80-hour AZPOST Watercraft Law Enforcement and Survival Tactics
School, law enforcement coordination and management of the Department’s OUI Law Enforcement
and Boating Safety Grant programs.

Each year the Department funds the travel of Arizona watercraft officers to the U.S. Coast Guard’s
Marine Patrol Officer School (MPOC) in South Carolina as well as the Boating Law Administrator’s
participation and attendance in NASBLA and WSBAA. USCG funds are used to cover those costs
as well as watercraft officer firearms training and qualifications. Officers are also sent to specific
training courses to increase their abilities to facilitate watercraft safety. Courses include accident
investigation, stolen watercraft investigation, operating under the influence (OUI)
detection/apprehension, HGN and others.

The Department continues to use the Watercraft Law Enforcement Specialist (marine theft
investigator) position as a means to reduce the number of stolen and fraudulently registered
watercraft in the State, and to provide watercraft registration ownership support and expertise. This
position also provides law enforcement support for the watercraft registration program, Regional
Offices and other law enforcement agencies. The Law Enforcement Branch utilizes USCG funding
to provide watercraft law enforcement information, education, and outreach efforts, as well as
boating safety and/or law enforcement equipment and operational purchase support for both
statewide use and Regional support.

The Department conducts an annual 80-hour AZPOST Watercraft Law Enforcement and Survival
Tactics School for both instate and out-of-state law enforcement officers. The 2009 course was
cancelled due to budget constraint issues associated with state budget balancing efforts, but was
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reinstated in March 2010 with 21 participants attending. At the school, the Department also provides
continuing education training in Close Quarters Boat Handling, Operating under the Influence (OUI)
detection and apprehension, including Horizontal Gaze Nystagmus (HGN) training, the operation of
sound meters, stolen boat detection and investigation, and other watercraft law enforcement related
topics. The Department will utilize a portion of the Federal FY10 USCG grant dollars to fund this
school. The Department anticipates training fourteen internal officers in HGN during State FY2011.
In addition, the Department will continue to conduct internal and external training on new sound
enforcement Rules in State FY2011. Previous FY USCG funds have been utilized to purchase new
sound level meters and calibrators and the Department intends to continue to support implementing
this training with replacement equipment and course materials as needed.

Estimated Cost: $560,472

Field Operations — Regions

Department enforcement officers, working statewide out of six Regional Offices, conduct the
majority of the Department’s watercraft law enforcement efforts using State Watercraft funds which
the Department claims as match. To supplement those law enforcement efforts, Federal FY2010
USCG budget will fund the hiring and deployment of three new full-time (3 FTESs) watercraft law
enforcement officers to augment our other law enforcement specialist positions and enhance water
presence in primary watercraft areas of the State. In addition to watercraft enforcement efforts, each
of the six Regional Offices also provides in-house watercraft registration services. These Regional
in-house registration services account for the two whole FTE equivalents and eight one-half (2)
FTE’s which will continue to be funded by the Federal FY2010 USCG budget. These personnel
assist the Regions in processing watercraft registrations and providing watercraft safety information.

The Department will continue its commitment as a statewide and naitonwide leader in inner-agency
OUI special patrol operations. The Department plans to participate in at approximately 4 to 6 multi-
agency OUI enforcement special projects During State FY2011. The Department intends to deploy
the three mobile OUI Command Posts to further build upon historical OUI checkpoint data sets.

To fully support the Regions and their watercraft enforcement and safety efforts, U.S. Coast Guard
funds will be used to purchase two replacement patrol boat packages (boat, motor, trailer and
equipment) and support equipment. A portion of the operating costs for two Arizona watercraft law
enforcement and education lake facilities will again be supported by Federal FY2010 budget funds.
Estimated Cost: $823,230

Information and Education

Educated boaters are statistically safe boaters and the Department strives to annually increase the
number of boat operators who receive formalized boating education classes. A portion of the U.S.
Coast Guard allocation will be expended in direct support of Department's Boating Safety Education
Course. In addition, the Federal FY2010 USCG budget will fund one (1) full FTE in Watercraft
Outreach and will also fund one (1) new full FTE within the Boating Education Program (contingent
upon lifting of a hiring freeze). The Boating Education Program will use USCG monies to fund
statewide watercraft boating safety messaging and outreach efforts.
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The Department is dedicated to improving the boating safety activities currently underway and in
implementing new programs where possible (contingent upon funding and manpower they require).
The volunteer boating education activities will again be a major focus for next year. Plans are to
again increase participation with increased awareness and an expanded court mandated program.
The Department also expects to expand the state’s “Wear-1t” campaign and promote the use of
watercraft safety messages in the public school systems around the state. Other areas of importance
will include a campaign promoting the use of life jacket by children through special a stateside
drowning coalition promotion, participating in public events, and ensuring educational class
promotion and availability.

Multiple methods to spread the watercraft safety message will be continued such as: public service
announcements, appearances at fairs, trade shows, safety shows and school events. USCG funding
will help defray some of the costs associated with printing materials, instructor supplies and
audiovisual support. The State’s court system continues to be more proactive concerning mandatory
attendance at Watercraft Safety Education classes as part of a deferment or diversion program
associated with watercraft violations. This in itself has significantly contributed to student
attendance at the classes. The Department will use USCG Funding to provide OUI Abatement and
Prevention messaging as part of an inter-agency cooperative media campaign during the boating
season.

Estimated Cost: $303,326

Special Services: Navigational Aids; Finance and Accounting; Information Systems

The wet winter of 2007-2008 followed by the fourth wettest monsoon on record in the summer of
2008, followed by an extremely wet winter of 2009-2010, fully alleviated lake and reservoir
recharging to 100% of normal lake levels with projected above average run-off and inflows into
these systems. The Department’s Aids to Navigation staff of two (2) full-time employees will
maintain approximately 360 navigational aids and hazard markings across the State. This staff
continues to provide expertise and training to crews that maintain navigational aids for other federal,
state, and local agencies, as well as assisting other Department personnel with specialized markers
for Department projects.

During State FY2011, USCG funding will be utilized to provide lighting, battery charging and utility
support in Department boat parking structures. Various hardware and other supplies were purchased
for buoy anchoring systems. In addition, USCG funds will also be used to support the operation of
two personal watercraft and a trailer for the purpose of accessing shallow water markers and
confined backwaters, primarily on the lower Colorado River. These watercraft also will be used for
the annual inventory of buoys and other markers on the lower Colorado River, which is a cooperative
effort with the U.S. Coast Guard to identify and map buoys within its jurisdictional waters.

The watercraft registration section, in coordination with the Regions, consistently registers
approximately 136,500 watercraft each year. USCG funding will be utilized to purchase equipment
and registration support materials for opening, processing, storing and distributing watercraft
registrations and records, which are essential for meeting the Department’s mandatory 30-day
registration requirement.





USCG funds will also be utilized for the purchase of new personal computers (PCs), servers,
software applications, software licensing and upgrades, vendor technical support,
telecommunications expenses, WC support personnel costs, network hardware upgrades and
equipment repair, and other IT related projects for boating safety personnel.

Estimated Cost: $133,000

Special Services: Watercraft Motorpool

These are the costs associated with the development and maintenance of a Department watercraft
motorpool. These funds will be used for repair and maintenance of watercraft law enforcement
patrol watercraft/vehicles and associated trailers/equipment in the Department’s fleet. It is
anticipated that this will enhance the Department’s ability and availability to provide law
enforcement patrol watercraft/vehicles in good working order, to meet the Department’s mission for
ensuring safe watercraft operation for all the citizens in the State.

Estimated Cost: $115,000

Indirect Cost

These are primarily the costs associated with the man-hours and resources needed to perform and
administer watercraft safety activities statewide. Through the cost accounting system, these funds
are transferred to the various budget units to reimburse them for time and resources spent performing
administrative functions related to watercraft safety activities.

Estimated Cost: $185,365

Supervisor Pick-Off — Cost Transfer

These are primarily the costs associated with the man-hours for non-USCG funded personnel and
supervisors to charge respective time expenditures when performing administrative and/or
supervisory functions of USCG funded employees.

Estimated Cost: $40,000

Total Estimated Cost: $2,160,393

The Department will continue to participate in Watercraft Safety Programs statewide throughout
the year. It will accomplish this through:

Performing “on the water” watercraft law enforcement

Providing OUI/BUI Abatement Media Campaigns

Continuance of the statewide Boating Education Program

Replacement of watercraft patrol boats

Replacement of watercraft safety equipment

Maintenance of watercraft safety facilities for both the Department and the public
Maintenance of communication equipment within the Department

Maintenance of an effective watercraft registration program
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Maintenance of the Department’s watercraft motorpool
. Maintenance of statewide navigational aids
. Maintaining training for internal officers in watercraft law enforcement

. Maintaining training for internal and external officers at CRLEA, MPOC, the AZPOST
Watercraft LE and Survival School, and NASBLA Training
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
