One of the major weaknesses in our jaguarundi records was failure of AGFD employees to
initial and date information recorded. This greatly jeopardized our ability to challenge
“reports/records" that other "authorities” had accepted at face value. Lesson learned:
reported sightings, especially those that cannot be easily and definitively rejected, need to
be handled with an LE "chain of evidence” mentality and an obsessive attention to gathering
ALL potentially pertinent information while the scene is fresh and so is the memory of the
eyewitness. They also need to keep in mind how fallible eyewitnesses are, rgeardless of their
sincerity or motivation.

Not surprising as he
had several time consuming tasks to wrap up prior to his retirement date, so wanted to make sure I get
back to you.

Regarding the report you asked about, the AGFD has assigned it a ranking of II-7 (possible jaguar),
under our current system.

CLASS II -- Detailed information of the observation is provided but does not include any
physical evidence of a jaguar. Class Il observations are considered “probable” or “possible” as
evidence for a jaguar occurrence. Field investigations will be attempted, to the extent possible,
by the respective state wildlife agency to gather verifiable evidence of a jaguar’s presence.

7 An experienced observer who is familiar with wildlife (especially large mammals) in the
area, and spends many hours in the field, provides a detailed report of a jaguar
sighting. No physical evidence is provided. Examples of an experienced observer
include: biologist, trapper, hunting guide, naturalist, or resident rancher/ranch hand.

No additional information or evidence was gathered to further cooberate the information provided in the
initial report, therefore the sighting is considered “possible”. Physical evidence is required to classify
the sighting as Class L.

CLASS T -- Some sort of physical evidence is provided for verification. Class I reports are
considered “verified” or “highly probable” as evidence for a jaguar occurrence.

Regarding the following: By the by, and pardon my ignorance, are there any likely extant Jaguars in SE
AZ or Peloncillos area (the aforementioned record notwithstanding) that you are aware of?

AGED has no current, confirmed records of a jaguar or jaguars currently (or recently) occupying
SW AZ or the Peloncillos.

Finally, T am not sure how to respond to your request for personal communication to be used within a
biological assessment. We take reports of wildlife sightings and, in the case of things like jaguars and
ocelots, attempt to classify them. However, without physical evidence, it is impossible to truly verify if
a sighting is real or not. We are aware of multiple instances when a credible, educated person has
reported a wildlife sighting that turns out to not be accurate. Evaluating and ranking sightings without
physical evidence may indicate a trend or cause us to investigate an area further, but it does not prove
presence of an animal. You can certainly indicate AGFD took such a report and that our classification
system ranked it as a Class II-7, or possible jaguar, sighting. I will be curious to see what weight that
type of data can carry in a B.A.

All, please see my proposed edits below. Also, note that Terry Johnson distributed a jaguar sighting report for
this on 6/13/2011. He noted the following in his email:

AGFD has assigned the report a ranking of 1I-7 (possible jaguar), under our current system. For those unfamiliar with the
system, here is the relevant excerpt:

CLASS H -- Detailed information of the observation is provided but does not include any physical evidence of a jaguar.
Class 11 observations are considered “probable” or “possible”™ as evidence for a jaguar occurrence. Field investigations will be
attempted, to the extent possible, by the respective state wildlife agency to gather verifiable evidence of a jaguar’s presence.

7 An experienced observer who is familiar with wildlife (especially large mammals) in the area, and spends
many hours in the field, provides a detailed report of a jaguar sighting. No physical evidence is
provided. Examples of an experienced observer include: biologist. trapper, hunting guide, naturalist, or
resident rancher/ranch hand.

6 An observer who may not be familiar with many wild mammals, but is accustomed to looking for details
and spending many hours in the field, provides an accurate description of a jaguar. Examples of a
detailed observer include: bird watcher, rock collector, land surveyor, or border patrol or other non-
wildlife law enforcement agent.
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5 An observer who may not be “experienced in the outdoors,” but seems reliable, provides sufficient details
to suggest that a jaguar was observed.

Additional info from Eric: Class 1-8 through 1-10 sightings require some level of physical evidence. The recent
observation was classified as a |-10.

CLASS 1 Some sort of physical evidence is provided for verification. Class I reports are considered “verified”
or “highly probable™.

10 The observer is in possession of, or in close proximity to, a jaguar/ocelot/jaguarundi via trapping, hunting,
treeing by hounds, or collection/observation of a road-kill; or a verified photograph from a camera trap (with
no observer present) is obtained. Visual or physical evidence is provided and confirmed. Examples of
evidence include: photographs, videos, pelts, or hair samples, skull, or carcass.

9 A jaguar/ocelot/jaguarundi may or may not have been observed, but sign is collected and verified to be from one of
these cats. Examples of sign include: tracks (measurable photographs/tracings or plaster casts), scat, prey
item (kill verification), or hair/tissue samples.

8 A jaguar/ocelot/jaguarundi is reported separately by two reliable individuals, whereby both reporting parties
provide sufficient, detailed accounts; or an individual observation where physical evidence is inconclusive
but strongly suggests the animal is likely to be a jaguar/ocelot/jaguarundi. Separate, in this case, means that
both parties were not participating in the same activity together (e.g. riding in the same vehicle, hunting
together, etc.). Examples of inconclusive evidence include: unclear photographs of the animal or partial track
measurements.

On June 2, 2011—omOfficeof-Arand-#arine a government helicopter pilot white on
patrol in the Santa Rita Mountains observed a large cat that he believed to be a Jaguar.

Attached is the current version of AGFD’s record of the subject sighting. It includes a map. As noted in
the record, further investigation is ongoing. As information is generated, the record will be updated
appropriately and re-distributed.

AGFD has assigned the report a ranking of II-7 (possible jaguar), under our current system. For those
unfamiliar with the system, here is the relevant excerpt:
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CLASS II -- Detailed information of the observation is provided but does not include any physical
evidence of a jaguar. Class 11 observations are considered “probable™ or “possible™ as evidence for a
jaguar oceurrence. Field investigations will be attempted, to the extent possible, by the respective stite
wildlife agency to gather verifiable evidence of a jaguar’s presence.

7 An experienced observer who is familiar with wildlife (especialty large mamrmnals) in the area,
and spends many hours in the field, provides a detailed report of a jaguar sighting. No
physical evidence is provided. Examples of an experienced observer include: biologist,
trapper, hunting guide, naturalist, or resident rancher/ranch hand.

6 An observer who may not be familiar with many wild mammals, but is accustomed to looking
for details and spending many hours in the field, provides an accurate description of a jaguar.
Examples of a detailed observer include: bird watcher, rock collector, land surveyor, or border
patrol or other non-wildlife law enforcement agent.

5 An observer who may not be “experienced in the outdoors,” but seems reliable, provides
sufficient details to suggest that a jaguar was observed.

This message is to apprise you of a POSSIBLE jaguar sighting this week on the south side of the Santa Rita
Mountains. | stress POSSIBLE but so far the report is looking pretty credible in terms of observer, focation and
details. As a formal record for this report is developed, including follow-up work by AGFD Region 5 staff and
evaluation at the Regionat and Phoenix levels, | will keep you apprised of any further significant developments,
pro or con. For now, the attached map and the following summary will need to suffice. Statements (paraphrased
for brevity) from the Government Helicopter Pilot who reported the sighting:

While flying low level in a government helicopter | observed what | believe to be a large Jaguar.
At 1045 on 2 June, 2011 | was flying the Sonoyta [sic. Sonoita] area. In steep densely forested
terrain at 5750 feet of elevation a large cat bounded down hill. The cat’s color was dark copper

orange with black spots and a long black tip tail, Location SR, | OLserved the
cat from directly above, at times approaching within 100 feet. | observed the cat primarily from
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above, getting as close as 100 feet. Unfortunately no pics were taken. It was larger than a
mountain lion, of which | have seen many, burnt orange in color, with obvious spotting.
However, | could not discern rosettes or relatively larger head, shoulder or chest. | am certain
about what | saw after comparing it photos of jaguars as seen from a distance. The cat’s
movements were unlikely cause by proximity to the Murphy Fire, some distance away, but
rather caused by it being disturbed by the low-level flight. The cat was last seen headed
westbound o the north face of Mt. Wrightstown, and was initiaily bounding, then remained
relatively still.

Kudos to the cooperating agency employee for timely reporting and for providing solid details about the
observation!

One of the possibilities that will be evaluated is whether the cat might have been a large juvenile mountain lion
in which the spots are persistent. Not necessarily a solid possibility but it is one that AGFD folks with relevant
expertise will consider as they work through this report.

Mark Hart of AGFD’s Tucson office is coordinating follow-up for Regional Supervisor Raul Vega. Several other
employees are involved. We look forward to having sufficient information shortly to make a solid call on
whether this sighting is sufficiently credible to warrant any more extensive follow-up on the ground.

With this message, | am also apprising AGFD work units of the need to ensure that any wildlife management
activities the Department is conducting or authorizing in the subject area are fully compliant with the
Department’s state and federal authorities, permits, etc. For your convenience, | have attached copies of the
relevant authorizations. Any guestions about those authorizations should be directed to Eric Gardner, who
administers the Departments ESA Section 6 program and our Section 10{a){1)(A)} permit from USFWS.

Yesterday morning, November 19, 2011, we received information of a jaguar observation that appears to be a valid
sighting of a healthy, adult male jaguar. The sighting took place in the Whetstone Mountains, south of 1-10. Detailed
location and observation inform¢jon will be provided by Region 5 in the near future; however the location should only
be described as “the Whetstone Miuntains” accept as approved by me. AGFD personnel have examined photos and
video of the cat that were taken by the lion hunter whose dogs treed the animal. We are currently in discussions with
him in an effort to obtain at least someNgf the photos for additional analysis and possibly future sighting comparisons.
Region 5 personnel are also attempting t locate physical evidence at the site for genetic testing. Due to this confirmed
sighting, there are specific actions that mus be taken in accordance with both our Permit {attached) and the Jaguar and
Ocelot Directive (also attached).

Permit Stipulations:

e Notification of Steve Spangle {USFWS AESO) within 24 hours: completed by me via phone and this email.

e Notification of Dave Bergman (APHIS) within 24 hours: completed — Mr. Bergman was contacted through his
own sources and confirmed information with Bill Van Pelt that we were receiving through Tim Snow from the
hunter, also notified by via voice message and this email.

e Notification of BLM or FS Supervisor within 24 hours: to be completed by Region 5 personnel on Maonday.

Region 5 folks,
please feel free to correct or add to any of the information below, but please make sure you still
complete your full report on the sighting and follow-up investigation.

e  On the morning of Saturday, November 19" Field Supervisor Duane Aubuchon was contacted
by a lion hunter whose hounds had reportedly treed a jaguar.

. The focation of the sighting was actually eventually to be determined to be in the Whetstone
Mountains, which are in Brad Faulk’s sector, and the information was passed along to Tim Snow,
the Region 5 Nongame Wildlife Specialist.

e  Tim worked with various Region 5 personnel to attempt to follow up on the report. The
Department’s ability to respond to the site was hampered by the remote location of the sighting
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and the fact that many officers were participating in a youth hunting camp located elsewhere in the sector.
Later information indicates that the jaguar left the tree approximately 15 minutes after being treed, so
Department personnei would not have been able to independently confirm the sighting even had they
responded immediately.

e The lion hunter initially indicated that some of his hounds were injured and later determined to seek
veterinary assistance due to the injuries.

e  Asa result, Tim Snow was unable to meet with the hunter as planned that evening; however, the
hunter said he would provide pictures by email that evening or possibly the following day. He also said
he would be willing to take AGFD personnel to the site where the cat was treed the following day
(Sunday).

e Officer Aaron Miller and I&E Specialist Mark Hart met with the hunter on Sunday and he showed them
pictures and video of the cat; however, he did not provide copies to AGFD as he is considering his
options due to the potential value of the photos.

e Both AGFD personnel confirmed that the animal was a jaguar. It was reported to be a healthy male
jaguar in his prime.

»  AGFD personnel examined the site where the cat was treed and collected hairs from the tree that may
belong to the jaguar. However, they do not know if the hairs contain the necessary follicies for genetic
testing.

e AGFD will send the hair samples off for genetic testing if the materials prove suitable.

» Region 5 will follow-up with the reporting party on Monday to determine if he has decided to share any
photos or video or not.

e USFWS AESO and APHIS have been notified of the sighting. The F5 supervisor will be notified by Region
5 personnel on Monday (this meets the notification requirements of our permit}.

Hope that helps. Will you or someone be notifying the Commissioners as your email indicated or is that
something | need to take care of? Please let me know. Thanks.

Commissioner Freeman, This is a little bit more detailed information from Tim Snow that should
help to clarify at least one of your questions. It appears that the hunter did not know that he was
trailing a jaguar until he observed it treed.

AGFD Wildlife Manager Devin Skinner was notified approximately 9 a.m. Saturday, Nov. 19, that a
mountain lion hunter had treed a jaguar in the Whetstone Mountains. The jaguar was initially sighted in
proximity to Bathtub Canyon, roughly five miles south of I-10 and west of Karchner Caverns State Park.
The RP stated that his eight hunting dogs had been “cold trailing” what he thought to be a large male
mountain lion, based on their hehavior, starting between 7:30 a.m. and 8:30 a.m. He assumed the lion
was either bedded down or on a kill. RP said he first realized they were trailing a jaguar when he saw it
treed from approximately 200 yards. He confirmed it as a jaguar using the zoom lens on one of his
cameras.

Before the RP could call off the dogs, the jaguar left the tree and headed roughly northeast from a
ridgeline on a downhill slope where it was again treed in a mesquite by the dogs after a roughly two mile
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chase. During the course of the chase the jaguar could be heard roaring and hissing at the dogs, the RP said.
Upon arriving near the tree, the RP staked seven of the dogs some distance away, staking one near the tree for
safety reasons to keep the jaguar at bay while he gathered the other dogs. All eight dogs sustained injury during
the chase, but none required veterinary treatment.

RP took many photos and shot video of the treed jaguar, from different angles and some in extreme close-up.
RP estimates the jaguar weighed 200 pounds, and documented that it is a male. The jaguar appeared to be calm
while treed, uninjured, and changed position at times where perched.

AGFD Wildlife Manager Aaron Miller and Public Information Officer Mark Hart responded to the scene of the
second treeing approximately 1:30 p.m. Sunday, Nov. 20. Fifteen fine hair samples were collected from the tree,
and ten claw marks were counted on the trunk of the tree. In addition, they viewed the photos and video and
verified that the location was the same as depicted. No paw prints were visible in the area, and no scat was

Commissioners,

An event unfolded regarding a Jaguar in Region 5 that the Director thought you should be
aware of. Tim Snow, Aaron Miller, and Mark Hart of the Regional Staff have been working on
this issue since Saturday morning. At this point it appears rather certain that a lion hunter treed
an adult male Jaguar on Saturday morning. The animal, after about 15 minutes, exited the tree
that it was in and moved on. Here are some preliminary observations. As these solidify into
facts, we'll provide updates to you.

¢  On the morning of Saturday, November 19th AGFD Field Supervisor Duane Aubuchon
was contacted by a lion hunter whose hounds had reportedly treed a jaguar.

¢ The location of the sighting was actually eventually to be determined to be in the
Whetstone Mountains, which are in AGFD Field Supervisor Brad Faulk’'s sector, and the
information was passed along to Tim Snow, the Region 5 Nongame Wildlife Specialist
(Tim Snow).

The Department’s
ability to respond to the site was hampered by the remote location of the sighting and the fact
that many officers were participating in a youth hunting camp located elsewhere in the sector.
Later information indicates that the jaguar left the tree approximately 15 minutes after being
treed, so Department personnel would not have been able to independently confirm the sighting
even had they responded immediately.

s As aresult, the hunter was unable {0 meet with Tim Snow as planned that evening; however,
the hunter said he would provide pictures by email that evening or possibly the following day.
He also said he would be willing to take AGFD personnel to the site where the cat was treed the
following day (Sunday).

s AGFD Officer Aaron Miller and I&E Specialist Mark Hart met with the hunter on Sunday and he
showed them pictures and video of the cat; however, he did not provide copies to AGFD as he
is considering his options due to his belief that the photos may have financial value. We
continue to discuss options with the Reporting Party to determine if we might obtain copies of
his photographs.

¢« Both AGFD personnel concurred that the animal appeared to be an apparently healthy male
jaguar,

» AGFD personnel examined the site where the cat was treed and collected hairs from the tree
that may belong to the jaguar. However, they do not know if the hairs contain the necessary
follicles for genetic testing.

e AGFD will send the hair samples off for genetic testing and final, irrefutable species
confirmation, if the materials prove suitable for testing.

» Region 5 will follow-up with the reporting party on Monday to determine if he has decided to
share for publication and Department use any photos or video. He has indicated that, should he
decide not to provide copies of the visuals to us, he is willing to permit Department siaff to view
the approximately 15 minutes of video he took. The primary challenge not having these
materials in our possession for analysis is the inability to document pelage spotting patterns
(which are unique for individual animais) for comparison with possible future jaguar sightings.

e USFWS AESO and APHIS have been notified of the sighting. The FS supervisor will be
notified by Region 5 personnel on Monday (this meets the nofification requirements of our
permit).

e Per our protocols, Region V personnel will inform livestock growers in the area of the presence
of the animal. [Used to be true . . . still s07]

+ Despite not having a copy of the visual materials in our possession, the Department does

Game and Fish confirms report of jaguar in southern Arizona

TUCSON, Ariz. — The Arizona Game and Fish Department over the weekend was
able to confirm a hunter’s report of a jaguar southeast of Tucson and collect hair
samples from the area for possible DNA testing.

Game and Fish categorizes the report as a Class I-10, meaning the report is
considered verifiable or highly probable, and visual or physical evidence is provided and
confirmed.

The report was initially received on Saturday, Nov. 19 at 9 a.m. from an experienced
hunter using dogs to hunt mountain lions. The dogs pursued an animal the hunter
ultimately deemed was a jaguar. The animal was treed approximately 15 feet up in a
mesquite tree, and the hunter was able to obtain photographs and video. After
photographing the jaguar, the hunter quickly left the area with his dogs and observed
from a distant point. The jaguar remained treed for approximately 15 minutes and then
headed south.

Based on the images, biologists believe the jaguar is an adult male that appeared in
good, healthy condition and weighed approximately 200 pounds.

Biologists who have viewed the photos consider them to be of excellent quality with
considerable detail. In the future, the department hopes to compare the photos and
video to images of other jaguars photographed throughout Arizona in the past. They will
try to use comparisons between a jaguar’'s unique spots, or “rosettes,” to determine if the
animal has been identified previously.

Four of the last five confirmed jaguar sightings in Arizona have been reported by
hunters, who all took responsible action to document the animal, report it to Game and
Fish, and leave the area once the animal was identified as a jaguar. These hunters have
provided biologists with critical information that may not otherwise be known, information
that will help increase the understanding of the species’ existence in the borderland
area.

The species has been protected outside of the United States under the Endangered
Species Act since 1973, That protection was extended to jaguars within the U.S. in
1997, the year after their presence in the Arizona and New Mexico borderlands was
confirmed.
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Jaguars once ranged from southern South America through Central America and
Mexico and into the southern United States. It is believed that southern Arizona is the
most northern part of the range for a population of jaguars living in Sonora, Mexico. As
noted by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service in a 2006 report, it appears there is “regular
intermittent use of the borderlands area by wide-ranging males.” The report also
observes that “no indication of the presence of females or cubs, indicates that physical
and biological features in the U.S. may allow individual transients to survive, at least
temporarily, but do not support a breeding population.”

Jaguars are the only cat in North America that roar. They prey on a variety of
mammals, fish, birds and reptiles. Females breed year-round and have litters of one to
four cubs that stay with their mother for nearly two years.

Tony Davis of Tucson's Az Daily Star called me yesterday afternoon hoping 1 would know the name of the
hunter who treed the jaguar and the specific location. | knew neither, but in the course of our
conversation | issued some statements that he guoted in his story. AWF has not developed a position on
coltaring jaguars, so | hope no one is too upset by my remarks, which reflect the thoughts of people I've
spoken to in USFWS and the Jaguar Recovery Team. Based on what I've read and been told by

people who should know, itinerant or expatriate males are little more than conversation pieces. For the
borderlands to be supplemental jaguar habitat that helps sustain the species, we'd need a breeding
population.

A hunter photographed an adult male jaguar in Southeast Arizona after his dogs treed it, Arizona Game
and Fish Department officials said Monday.

The sighting Saturday in Cochise County was the first confirmed report of a wild jaguar in the United
States since the death of Macho B in Arizona in March 2009. It may have been the fifth wild jaguar - all
males - seen in Arizona since 1996. The jaguar is listed as an endangered species in the United States
and Mexico.

An experienced mountain lion hunter spotted the jaguar Saturday morning about 15 feet up a mesquite
tree and reported it to Game and Fish. The hunter was led to the large cat by his dogs, who were baying
and starting to pursue the animal as if on the trail of a lion, said Mark Hart, a Game and Fish spokesman.

2/2/2012
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Officials said the hunter had not given permission to release his name, and the department declined to specify the
location.

The hunter photographed and shot video of the jaguar, then left with his dogs and watched the animal from a
distance. The jaguar stayed in the tree for 15 minutes before jumping down and heading south.

Based on the photos and video, Game and Fish officials described the jaguar as an adult male that appeared
healthy and weighed about 200 pounds. Game and Fish biologists went to the sighting location to verify that the
photos and videos were taken there, Hart said.

"It all checked out,” Hart said. "We started at the exact same point where they (the photos and video) were shot.
We saw tree branches where they were supposed to be, and they absolutely looked the same as in the photos.
We counted about 10 marks of claws where a large animal had climbed the tree."

The biologists also collected hair samples from the area for possible DNA testing.

Game and Fish officials said they saw the photos and video in the hunter's possession, but don't have their own
copies yet to release publicly.

The department hopes to compare the photos with those of other jaguars sighted in Arizona and of two jaguars
photographed this.year by remote camerag at a ranch in Sonora about 30 miles south of the border, Hart said.

-think it will be critical for them to compare the rosettes” - a jaguar's unique spots - "with photos of the two cats
from Sonora, and #ot just Arizona records," said Melanie Emerson, director of the Sky Island Alliance, the Tucson
conservation group whose cameras photographed the Sonoran jaguars.

The last known jaguar in the United States, 15-year-old Macho B, was euthanized in March 2009 at the Phoenix
Zoo after he was captured just north of Mexico, radio-collared and recaptured 12 days later after he slowed
dramatically. Authorities determined he had unrecoverable kidney failure, but the death led to one state and two
federal investigations, including a federal criminal investigation that ended last May. The state investigation is
continuing.

Otherwise, none of the four male wild jaguars previously seen in Arizona in the last 15 years have been reported
since 2006. Because none were female, some scientists have said Arizona no longer has a resident jaguar
population.

Environmental groups such as the Center for Biological Diversity have said they believe Arizona jaguars could
breed again with stronger recovery efforts, and their litigation forced the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service to start to
prepare a jaguar recovery plan last year.

"It is good news, but it's not a surprise," Sky Island wildlife biclogist Sergio Avila said of the latest sighting.
"Jaguars don't think in terms of countries - they think in terms of the land. This is just proof that the land can
sustain jaguars."

But since this is another male, "! would guess" that Arizona jaguars will be limited to surplus males that have
reason to migrate from Mexico, said Larry Audsley, the Arizona Wildlife Federation's Southern Arizona regional
director.

"Whenever that happens, some people will get excited, and there will be applications for funding to go study it, but
the presence of one male jaguar has no ecological significance,” Audsley said. "What would make a difference is
discovering a female jaguar because that opens the possibility of a breeding poputation."

Regardless of the ecological significance, the public should be thrilled by this sighting, Game and Fish's Hart said.

"This is another example of biodiversity in the region ... whether the scientific community deems it significant or
not, that's not as important to us as letting the public know there is a male jaguar in Southeast Arizona," Hart said.

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Audsley said that assuming this jaguar is healthy enough, authorities should try to capture and radio-collar him, to
learn where he actually goes.

“Just because you know where it was when it was photographed, that can be a place where it doesn't go very
often. To really know, you need a collar on him, even with the risks."

But the department has no plans to try to capture this animal, or to even discuss that possibility, Hart said. The
agency drew widespread criticism over the 2009 Macho B capture, which occurred during a state-run study of
black bear and mountain lions. They denied playing any role in engineering the Macho B capture. A private
biologist who admitted to trying to capture the animal, Emil McCain, was working as a state subcontractor until a
few months before the capture occurred.

Before authorities capture another jaguar, they should at least have a blueprint for recovering the species, and
explain what they would do with information they would get from collaring another one, said Michael Robinson of
the Center for Biological Diversity.

Game and Fish confirms report of jaguar in southern Arizona

TUCSON, Ariz. — The Arizona Game and Fish Department over the weekend was able to confirm a
hunter's report of a jaguar southeast of Tucson and collect hair samples from the area for possible DNA
testing.

Game and Fish categorizes the report as a Class [-10, meaning the report is considered verifiable or
highly probable, and visual or physical evidence is provided and confirmed.

L - M T he report was initially received on Saturday, Nov.
19 at9am. from an experlenced hunter usmg dogs to hunt mountain lions. The dogs pursued an animal
the hunter ultimately deemed was a jaguar. The animal was treed approximately 15 feet up in a
mesquite tree, and the hunter was able to obtain photographs and video. After photographing the jaguar,
the hunter quickly left the area with his dogs and observed from a distant point. The jaguar remained
treed for approximately 15 minutes and then headed south.

Based on the images, biologists believe the jaguar is an adult male that appeared in good, healthy
condition and weighed approximately 200 pounds.

Biologists who have viewed the photos consider the images to be of excellent quality with considerable
detail. In the future, the department hopes to compare the photos and video to images of other jaguars
photographed throughout Arizona in the past. They will try to use comparisons between a jaguar’s
unique spots, or “rosettes,” to determine if the animal has been identified previously.

Four of the last five confirmed jaguar sightings in Arizona have been reported by hunters, who all took
responsibie action to document the animal, report it to Game and Fish, and leave the area once the
animal was identified as a jaguar. These hunters have provided biologists with critical information that
may not otherwise be known, information that wili help increase the understanding of the species’
existence in the borderland area.

The species has been protected outside of the United States under the Endangered Species Act since
1973. That protection was extended to jaguars within the U.S. in 1997, the year after their presence in
the Arizona and New Mexico borderlands was confirmed.

Jaguars once ranged from southern South America through Central America and Mexico and into the
southern United States. It is believed that southern Arizona is the most northern part of the range for a
population of jaguars living in Sonora, Mexico. As noted by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service in a 2006
report, it appears there is “regular intermittent use of the borderlands area by wide-ranging males.” The
report also observes that “no indication of the presence of females or cubs, indicates that physical and
biological features in the U.S. may allow individual transients to survive, at ieast temporarily, but do not
support a breeding population.”

Jaguars are the only cat in North America that roar. They prey on a variety of mammals, fish, birds and
reptiles. Females breed year-round and have litters of one to four cubs that stay with their mother for
nearly two years.

First, from emails yesterday it seemed that the RP was interested in making money from the
photography/video. If his intent is to use the media event to forward those interests, AGFD should be
aware of that before committing to anything.

Second, APPARENTLY the RP did NOT immediately abandon chase. Instead, he intelligently, if perhaps
unfawfully (i don’t think we tied up that loose end in the ocelot discussions last Spring), kept the jaguar
bayed while shooting confirming video and taking photos. If true, are we sure that we can handle any
environmentalist criticisms in a media event that raise the question of whether “take” under ESA did in
fact occur? Are we equally sure that USFWS will agree with our response, either way? If the
photos/video are withheld from AGFD and USFWS until financial gain has been made, would that
“commercialization” change the USFWS interpretation on whether non-injurious take occurred while
the jaguar was kept treed for “documentation?”
